NEW BUSINESS
AUDIT REPORT- FY 2016-2017:  Dan Coleman from Quest CPAs attended and presented the audit report to the Council.  Despite some net losses in some of the funds, he felt that the Ctiy was in good shape fiscally.  There were no issues that he felt needed addressing and stated that Ken and Stephanie continue to do a good job of keeping the books and helping him with the audit.  He did suggest that it may be a good idea for the council to discuss a 5 year plan for rate adjustments to keep up with inflation.  Paul Schlader made the motion and Mike Bovey seconded to accept and approve the FY 2016-2017 audit report.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

MARSHAL'S REPORT:  See Report.  Mayor Heater pointed out the donated time in the report.  She said that she would like that information in the monthly law enforcement report from now on.  

MAINTENANCE REPORT:  See Report.  Councilman Millward pointed out the “alligatoring” in the pavement near 1304 Hill Street.  There was a discussion about the potholes again in Hill Street and Mike Stanton said that the crew is trying to keep up with them.
EMS and FIRE REPORTS:  Chief Musgrave reported that Dr. Siegler, the EMS' new medical director will be meeting with the EMTs.  Also, there was an auto accident today in which the EMTs needed to use the new extrication equipment and that they were very pleased with it.  In addition, there has been some training going on upstairs in the EMS building.

ALISON BRANDT CONTRACT:  Ken Law told the Council that the annual legal contracts with Alison Brandt had gotten by everyone and hadn't been approved. JASON DAVIS:  Lewis County Sheriff Davis attended the meeting.  He reported that the canine drug training is coming to a close and that Talud and Marshal Gaston have done great.  Kirtus will challenge next Thursday for the right to start using Talud as a drug dog.  He also addressed some rumors about the relationship of the sheriff's office and the city's marshals.  He said that the two have a very good working relationship.  Also, he asked whether the city would like some training in Neighborhood Watch.  His office did some training in Winchester and would be willing to train in Kamiah.  The council felt like it would be a good idea.
