Mayor Schneider called meeting to order at 6:00 PM.

APPROVE AGENDA:   Motion by Paul Schlader, seconded by Mike Bovey to approve the agenda.  Roll call vote: Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Mike Bovey aye and Dan Millward aye.

APPROVE MINUTES:  Motion by Mike Bovey, seconded by Glen Hibbs to waive reading of the minutes and approve the minutes of 2-8-17.  Roll call vote: Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye and Mike Bovey aye.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

FOLLOW-UP WATER DISTRIBUTION.    Dave Withaus attended the meeting and updated the Council on the project.  The contractor intends to have all water lines and connections complete on Friday.  Payments for the project are at 92%.  He informed the Council that between the time the Contractor leaves and returns to clean up and fix the paving, Chris Wilkins will be contracted to keep potholes filled.  Dave explained that because of difficulties the contractor has had with the cold, wet winter, there is a lot of clean-up and repairs that will need to be done.  It will be in their self-interest to make sure all is right because they will want their performance bond released with no problems.  
Motion by Dan Millward, second by Paul Schlader to approve Contractor's Application for Payment #7 for $48,914.66.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

Motion by Dan Millward, second by Glen Hibbs to approve Engineer's Request for Payment #9 for $34,218.00.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

Motion by Paul Schlader, second by Glen Hibbs to approve the Contractor's “Substantial Completion”.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

Contractor's request for additional days:  Mayor Schneider suggested that the City not penalize the Contractor for excess job days.  Dan Millward made that motion and Mike Bovey seconded.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.
NEW BUSINESS

SCHOOL BOARD- SRO.
Superintendent Mercer and several other school officials attended the meeting to discuss the School Resource Officer situation.  With Joe Newman's termination, they, as well as the City, would like a new SRO as soon as possible.  Better communication was discussed.  The school felt as though they need to be active partners with the City.  Mayor Schneider explained that it was the City who got the grant and has incurred the costs and the SRO is a City employee.  It was agreed that the SRO is needed and that we need to go forward as soon as possible.
MARV MCANEAR- PAVING.  Mayor Schneider reported that the City will have roughly $150,000 to use for street repairs.  Marv said that he and Poe's estimator will go around town and then offer different options.  The City can then decide on how to spend the funds.  Marv asked about the damage to the roads that is being caused by the Contractor's heavy equipment.  He feels that damage should be repaired by the Contractor.
KAREN GREEN.  Ms. Green questioned the number of P&Z commissioners.  She feels that the City isn't doing enough to encourage citizens to get involved.  She also, again, voiced her opinion about the City's water situation.
MARSHAL’S REPORT:  See Attached.   A letter was received about student parking problems near the school.  The letter was unsigned and no specific roads were mentioned.  

MAINTENANCE REPORT:   See Attached.  Mike Stanton said that the shop is cleaned out now and the Mazda pickup can be moved in to have repairs made.

EMS AND FIRE REPORT:  Chief Musgrave introduced Mike Boyer as the new EMS Supervisor.  The old ambulance will be cleaned up soon and put up for sale.  Dan thought that we should get between $5,000 and $8,000.

CHIEF MUSGRAVE- TRAINING REQUESTS.  Dan is requesting that 4 firemen be sent to the fire academy and 8 EMS employees to the Spring Fling.  The funds have been budgeted for.  Motion by Paul Schlader, second by Mike Bovey to approve the funding.   Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.
KYRA REPORT.  Councilmen Millward said that there still is no active President.  KYRA is again asking for the City's help in keeping the ball field maintained.  
APPROVAL  OF AMENDED P&Z ORDINANCE.  Ken Law, city administrator, read the ordinance.  Motion by Mike Bovey, seconded by Paul Schlader, that the first reading be approved, the rule requiring three separate readings on three separate days be suspended and pass on to the second reading.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.
Motion by Mike Bovey, seconded by Dan Millward, that the second reading be waived and pass on to the third reading.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

Motion by Dan Millward, seconded by Paul Schlader that the third reading be waived and ordinance be passed.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

UPDATE PEACH STREET:  Mike Stanton reported that a couple of weeks ago he laid 3 loads unto the road surface and that after the residents drive over it for awhile and some compaction is made he will deliver gravel.

UPDATE BBQ AREA:  Councilman Millward will put together a total quote to get the area ready for the season and bring it to the next council meeting.

UPDATE ON STREET SWEEPER:  Councilman Hibbs had asked Randy Daugherty what the annual cost was to run the district's sweeper.  Randy said it was about $5,200 per year.  He said that the district would probably be willing to sell it for $55,000 to $65,000.  He was asked to get a firm quote and report back.
PARADE/CATERING PERMITS:   The motion was made by Mike Bovey and seconded by Dan Millward to approve the catering permit for ICARE to be held on March 25, 2017.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.
