APPROVE AGENDA:   Motion by Mike Bovey, seconded by Paul Schlader to approve the agenda.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

APPROVE MINUTES:  Motion by Paul Schlader, seconded by Glen Hibbs to waive reading of the minutes and approve the minutes of 2-14-18.  Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye and Mike Bovey aye.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

None

NEW BUSINESS
RIVER INTAKE- FIRE FIGHTING:  Mike Stanton reminded the council about a previous discussion to install an intake system in the river to use as non-potable water for fire suppression.  He included a drawing of how it would work.  Bob West, the Lewis County Emergency contact has been asked about looking for a grant source and Damon Keen will be asked as well.  The council asked Mike to go forward with this.
LIGHTS ON CREST DRIVE:  Mayor Heater said that Crest Drive has no street lights and that the residents are paying for them.  She requested that we have Avista install three lights.  Dan Millward made the motion and Paul Schlader seconded.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

STREET LIGHTS INCREASE:  Mayor Heater did some research on the revenue and expenses for the street lights and found that we are not receiving sufficient revenue to cover our payments to Avista.  She suggested that we raise the monthly charge to property owners from $3.10 to $3.65.  There will need to be a public hearing before this can take affect so Ken will take care of this.

SENIOR MEALS ON WHEELS- REQUEST FOR MONETARY DONATION:  After some discussion, it was decided that the city cannot donate money for this request.
GRANT WRITER CONTRACT:  The proposed contract between the city and Damon Keen as the city's grant writer was approved by the city attorney and the council and mayor felt that it was a good contract for both parties.  Dan Millward made the motion and Mike Bovey seconded to approve the contract.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.
MARSHAL'S REPORT:  See Report.   Councilman Bovey asked Kirt about the need for new radar units.  Kirt said that there is only one working unit and that it is very old.  A new unit would cost be approximately $2,500.  He is looking for grant opportunities and if one cannot be found, the city would need to budget the funds.

· Policing Policy.  Kirt said that ICRMP is pushing the law enforcement groups to purchase the “Idaho Policing Policy” which is a case law standards program.  It would cost $400 for the first year and about $750 per year thereafter.  After some discussion, Paul Schlader made the motion to allow Kirt to purchase the program and Dan Millward seconded.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

MAINTENANCE REPORT:  See Report.  Mike Stanton had no further items to discuss other than what was covered in the report.

EMS and FIRE REPORTS:  Mike Boyer, the EMS supervisor, passed out a report that showed the number and types of ambulance calls for the month of January.  He also updated the council on upcoming training and equipment the EMS group is using.
KYRA REPORT:  Dan Millward said that he hasn't heard any new reports on KYRA but that baseball is starting and the city will help with the upkeep on the ball field.
