APPROVE AGENDA:
Motion by Paul Schlader, seconded by Dan Millward to approve the agenda. Roll call vote:  Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye.
APPROVE MINUTES:
Motion by Dan Millward, seconded by Glen Hibbs to waive the reading of the minutes and approve the minutes of May 23, 2018 and June 5, 2018 (Special Meeting). Roll call vote:
Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye.
MONTHLY AND INTERIM BILLS:
Motion by Paul Schlader, seconded by Dan Millward to approve the monthly in the amount of $21,308.37, interim bills in the amount of 27,581.24 and payroll in the amount of $55,493.72. Roll call vote:  Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye.

MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORTS:

Motion by Dan Millward, seconded by Paul Schlader to approve the monthly financial reports for May 2018. Roll call vote:  Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye.

TENTATIVE APPROVAL OF REOPEING (AMENDING) F717/18 BUDGET:  

Motion by Dan Millward, seconded by Glen Hibbs to tentatively approve opening the current budget and recording additional funds in the amount of $2,557,187.00. Public hearing date will be July 11, 2018.  Roll call vote: Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye.
TENTATIVE APPROVAL OF FY 18/19 BUDGET:
Motion by Paul Schlader, seconded by Glen Hibbs to tentatively approve the fiscal year 18/19 budget in the amount of $2,824,112.79. Public hearing date will be August 8, 2018 Roll call vote: Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye.
RHEA THIBAULT – TRAFFIC N. HILL ST:
Stephanie Gaston, City Clerk explained email from Alison Byrant, City Attorney regarding the question of whether or not the council can change a speed limit sign without and ordinance. Alison replied she spoke to Kirtus Gaston, City Marshal regarding this situation and an ordinance or a traffic engineer is needed to change a speed limit sign within city limits.  Marshals have spent numerous hours sitting in the area without much speeding.  Dan Millward asked Rhea Thibault how many speeders she thinks she see, Rhea stated she sees 3-4 people per week but see it mostly on the weekend. There was discussion regarding solutions to the traffic on N. Hill St. All were in agreeance lowering the speed limit will most likely not be effective. There was discussion regarding placing signs.
Motion by Dan Millward, seconded by Paul Schlader for the city to place two signs on N. Hill St. in the same location with statements “Children at Play” and “Not a through street”. Roll call vote:  Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye. 
GRANGEVILLE CITY POOL REQUEST TO BORROW POOL FURNITURE:  Mayor Heater explained letter received from Grangeville City requesting to use City of Kamiah’s pool furniture to evaluate how much they will be used during their pool season.
Dan Millward made suggestion we notify the Save the Pool Committee regarding the loaning of furniture.
Motion by Dan Millward, seconded by Glen Hibbs to enter into an agreement with Grangeville City Pool, to lend the City of Kamiah's pool furniture provided all furniture is returned in the same and/or better condition. Roll call vote: Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye.

EMS PARKING AREA:
Dan Musgrave spoke with Chris Wilkins regarding this project. He proposes excavate and haul off approximately 12” deep x12’ x 120’ area from curb to sidewalk, place and compact 6” of 3” base material for $2,250.00. Saw, cut and tear out existing curb and gutter and repour with curb drop for another $4,750.00. For total of $7,000.00. Stephanie Gaston informed council that she spoke to Mike Stanton and he stated, the maintenance crew could put down some gravel. Dan Musgrave informed Council that the rock with sink into mud without a base put down. 
Motion by Dan Musgrave, seconded by Paul Schlader to approve temporary parking within the easement located on the North side of 601 Main St. for EMS personnel to park in case of an emergency as long as funds are in the budget. Roll call vote: Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye.

REQUEST FOR FIRE/EMS EQUIPMENT PURCHASE:
Dan Musgrave informed the council that Doug Layne has donated the use of his 4-wheeler and would like to purchase a lightbar and radio for said vehicle. This would be used for back country rescue for Fire and EMS Services.
Mayor Heater advised Dan Musgrave that they have spoken to Alison Byrant regarding this situation and the City would be responsible for any injuries caused or sustained by use of the vehicle. Vehicle would need to only be used by the City Personnel, vehicle would need to be housed at the fire department and the vehicle would need to have insurance.
Stephanie advised Council and Dan Musgrave that Mick Landmark (Insurance Broker) was against the City entering into this situation due to possible future problems regarding damage to vehicle, patient and or staff injuries. Mick advised the owner (Doug Layne) would have to carry insurance on the vehicle. The vehicle insurance would be billed first and then ICRMP for any injuries or damages. Mick suggested it the city wanted to pursue this to lease the vehicle from Doug Layne and house it down at the Fire Department to only be used by City Staff for back country rescue and EMS services. Then the City could be fully covered under the ICRMP liability insurances.
Dan Musgrave made suggestion to purchase their own vehicle. Topic has been tabled to give Dan Musgrave some time to talk with Doug Layne about leasing the vehicle to the City of Kamiah to be placed at the Fire Station to be used for back country rescue.
CULVERT REPAIR ALLEY BETWEEN KAMIAH AUTO AND EMPTY LOT LOCATED BEHIND HAHN RENTAL:


Mayor Heater explained of she got two quotes from Special T and S and S Welding for the repairs to the culvert. Special T’s quote in the amount of $1,750 and S and S Welding’s quote in the amount of $1,630. 
Mayor Heater informed Council she spoke with Alison Bryant regarding having the maintenance crew fix the culvert or a licensed and bonded person fixing the culverts in the road. Alison Bryant stated is was always in the City of Kamiah’s best interest to have a licensed and bonded person making the repairs to streets for liability purposes.
Motion by Paul Schlader, seconded by Dan Millward to approve S and S Welding in the amount of $1,630.00 to replace grate on existing culvert. Roll call vote: Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye.
ROADWISE BARTER AGREEMENT:
Dan Millward confirmed with Dan Musgrave that the content of the frac tank discussed with him. Dan Musgrave stated he know what will be in the tank and is okay with the storage of the tank.
Motion by Dan Millward, seconded by Paul Schlader to approve the City of Kamiah entering into barter agreement with Roadwise for the exchange of discounted product as set forth in agreement. Roll call vote: Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye.

INSURANCE BROKER:
Mick Landmark is retiring due to medical reasons and has recommended Walrath Insurance Agency. There was discussion about changing to Camas Prairie Insurance. Received email from Sandy Moser stating they are not going to be appointing any new insurance agencies. 
Tabled for more research.
ORDINANCE 17.40 (SIGNAGE):

Dan Millward discussed what he would like changed on the sign ordinance. He would like to have the citizens given a packet regarding the ordinances pertaining to signs and other ordinances. There was discussion for businesses outside of city limits be able to put up signs within the city limits to extend out to the area of the Kamiah School District, political signs being removed after 30 days, one business having two signs per parcel.  All were in agreeance.
Council liked the simplification of the sign ordinance.

Ordinance was tabled for changes.
