APPROVE MINUTES:

MERITORIOUS COMMENDATION: Chief Marshal Gaston presented a framed certificate of meritorious commendation to Keith Jacobs for his assistance in apprehending a wanted subject and thanked him for going above and beyond. Marshal Gaston stated, it seriously means a lot when our citizens help out. We really do appreciate it”.
Council thanked Keith Jacobs.
Mayor Heater personally thanked Keith Jacobs for being the perfect witness and then going above and beyond the expectations by assisting Deputy Pagliaro in the apprehension the wanted subject. Mayor Heater stated, “You are an amazing example of what community is about”.

SIMMON’S SANITATION:  To request a rate increase of 2.8% for garbage services.
Simmon’s Sanitation was not present at the council meeting. Council provided with a request letter for the 2.8% increase and a chart from the Bureau of Labor Statistics showing a 12-month percentage changes for the west urban area to include all urban customers, totals are not seasonally adjusted. Series ID CUUR0400SA0. Date range from year 2008 to 2018.
Tabled until July 11, 2018 for Resolution.
FIREWORK USE WITHIN CITY OF KAMIAH: Mayor asked Chief Musgrave what his thoughts are on the area for the use of fireworks with the City limits of Kamiah and whether or not Chief Musgrave is going to impose a burn ban at this time.
Discussion on State Code regarding which firework are acceptable and the condition of the Kamiah area in relation to the chances of fires due to firework season. Chief Musgrave advised the area is drying out and could become and issue. He reported there have already been two fires in the area.
Chief Musgrave advised there is no current burn ban. He will be keeping a watch on the area and a possible burn ban will occur sometime in the future. Chief will keep Council informed of situation.
FIRE REPORT: Chief Musgrave stated there is nothing to report.
EMS PARKING AREA: Mayor Heater updated the Council on the quote from Chris Wilkins which was provided by Chief Musgrave. Chief Musgrave informed Council Wilkins is available to start the project after the beginning of August 2018.
POSSIBLE DONTATION OF 4-WHEELER TO FIRE/EMS: Chief Musgrave corrected us on the type of vehicle, which is a UTV. He informed Council Doug Layne doesn’t want to leave his vehicle down at the station. At this time Mr. Layne does not want to donation or lease the vehicle to the City.

Discussion on the advantage of having a UTV. Council asked Chief Musgrave into looking for a used or new UTV to budget for in the future.

EMS REPORT: Mike Boyer – EMT Supervisor presented a report to the Council showing the amount of calls for the month of May 2018. He advised the call volume has stabilized back into normal range.
M. Boyer advised we now have 8 new EMT’s who have received their licensure.

CAMAS PRAIRIE INSURANCE: Mayor Heater presented to the Council the opportunity from Camas Prairie to possibly get cheaper health insurance. Councilman Millward asked about their ability with ICRMP (Idaho County/City Risk Management Program). City Clerk Stephanie Gaston informed the Council regarding the difference between Walrath and Camas Prairie Ins. Walrath Ins. is already associated with ICRMP which the Council already chose to take the recommendation of Mick Landmark and Camas Prairie Ins. works mostly with health insurances. Council was in agreeance to see what kind of a rate Camas Prairie Insurance could get the City of Kamiah.
WATER WRITE OFF REQUEST FOR LEAK: Elvin and Carolyn Carmen are requesting a water write off for ½ consumption due to water leak.
Motion by Mike Bovey, seconded by Dan Millward to write off ½ of the water consumption in the amount of $9.29 for Elvin and Carolyn Carmen. Roll call vote: Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye.
MAINTENANCE REPORT: Mike Stanton presented report to Council. Council had no questions regarding the report. Mike Stanton asked Councilman Hibbs if he would like the old culvert grate back since he donated the material. Councilman Hibbs declined. Grate will be kept in the bone yard.
MARSHAL’S REPORT: Chief Gaston presented report to the Council. Councilman Bovey asked the Chief Marshal Gaston how come there were only two (2) K-9 deployments in the month. Marshal Gaston informed Council he was out of the area for about a week and if people are not calling I can’t deploy. Councilman Bovey wanted to know why he doesn’t pull out the dog on everything. Marshal Gaston informed the Supreme Court ruled you can’t extend the stop past a normal time frame. The was discussion regarding the laws for K-9 deployments and how K-9 indicate on drugs.
