 FOLLOW-UP WATER DISTRIBUTION: Dale explained to City Council he thought the Council had approved to pay the last TD&H Engineering Invoice. Dave Withaus contacted Ken inquiring if payment had been made. Ken investigated and found the Council had approved to pay the Contractors last invoice but not TD&H's Invoice.

FOLLOW-UP WWTP – SLUDGE PLAN: Dale informed City Council he expects the sludge plan will be completed by February 2018. 
Dale explained to Council the City charges Orofino $125.00 per load of sludge and due to quantity of sludge received and rising costs he believes the rate per load be increased to $150.00 per load to subsidize the rising costs. Mike Bovey asked if Dale felt the increase would cover everything. Dale stated he did.
Motion by Mike Bovey and seconded by Paul Schlader the rate per load of sludge be increased to $150.00 per load to Orofino. Roll call vote: Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Milward aye.

MONTHLY AND INTERIM BILLS:    Motion by Mike Bovey, second by Paul Schlader to approve monthly bills in the amount of $25,941.21, interim bills in the amount of $74,984.87 and payroll in the amount of $59,900.36. Dan Milward had question regarding a payment for $2,575.00 for new water plant. He wanted to know what it was for. Dale explained it was for the electronic control system that went down and needed to be reprogrammed.

QUARTERLY FINANCIAL REPORT:   Motion by Dan Millward, second by Glen Hibbs to approve the quarterly financial report for the fourth quarter ending 09-30-2017.   Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Milward aye. 

Dale informed the Council about the general budget being over budget by approximately $38,000 dollars which was due to Council approving to pay cash for the new patrol truck which cost approximately the $38,000. Dale stated the general budget is the most difficult to fund to keep with in it's budget and this year we did a good job.

EXTRICATION TOOLS FOR FIRE/EMS – DAN MUSGRAVE: Dan Musgrave requested to spend approximately $18,774.00 for battery operated extrication tools. If the City pays with a check up front at time of purchased the City will save $1,200.00.

Mike Bovey wanted to know why the tools were needed. Dan stated the old tools are not able to cut thru some of the T-posts and beams in the new cars and the new tools will be able to do that. Dan stated the tools are similar to the old extrication tools.
Motion by Dan Milward, Second by Mike Bovey to approve purchase of extraction tools for Fire/EMS in the amount of $18,744.00. Roll call vote: Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Milward Aye.

Dan Musgrave invited the Council and Mayor to stop by  the fire station tomorrow for fire prevention day.
