CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT HEARING

Conoco Station 804 3rd St –

SIGN WITH LED MESSAGE BOARD

Nathan Fuller from Quality Canopy will be installing the sign  In his open statement he stated that the Conoco sign will be same size and same location as the old one.  The Commission addressed the issue of the LED Message Board which is revolving and moving.  He said that it is a one color LED message center used to displays words for products and services available.  It will provide an update that improves first impressions of the area.  
· Doug and Ralph both thought the sign wouldn’t change anything as it kept  the original character and size.  They felt the revolving/moving LED message board would not create a distraction or hazard.  They both said to go for it. 

· Barbara (via speaker phone) felt that since it was the same size as the old sign, that it wouldn’t be a distraction nor interfere with traffic…that she saw no problem with it. She agreed to allow the Conoco station to have a revolving/ moving LED message board. 

· Robbin (via speaker phone)  had some concern as to whether a continual moving/revolving display would distract traffic.  He also expressed the concern of slowing traffic down to 25 mph.  Doug said that the speed of traffic wasn’t a concern at this time.  Robbin agreed and said that, yes, he would approve the sign, that it would be an improvement.

FINDING OF FACTS

The Commissioners reviewed the particular facts and circumstances of each proposed conditional use in terms of the following standards:
 
1.                  Will, in fact, constitute a special use as established on the Official Schedule of district Regulations for the zoning district involved:
YES, IT DOES CONSTITUTE A CONDITIONAL USE. 
 
2.                  Will be harmonious with and in accordance with the general objectives or with any specific objective of the Comprehensive Plan and/or the Zoning Ordinance;
YES, IT WILL BE HARMONIOUS WITH THE P & Z ORDINANCE (SEE FACT FINDING #4)
 
3.                  Will be designed, constructed, operated and maintained to be harmonious and appropriate in appearance with the existing or intended character of the general vicinity and that such use will not change the essential character of the same area;
YES,  IT WILL BE HARMONIOUS AND APPROPRIATE FOR THE AREA
 
4.                  Will not be hazardous or disturbing to existing or future neighboring uses.
THE CONOCO STATION IS ASKING FOR A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT AS THIS SIGN DOES NOT MEET THE REQUIREMENTS OF SIGN ORDINANCE 17.40.020 F “SIGN…SHALL NOT CONTAIN ANY MOVING, REVOLVING, FLASHING, INTERMITTENT OR OSCILLATING LIGHTS.      
 
AFTER DISCUSSION, COMMISSIONERS VOTED UNANIMOUSLY THAT THE LED MESSAGE CENTER ON THE SIGN WOULD NOT BE HAZARDOUS NOR DISTURBING TO PASSING TRAFFIC.
 
5.                  Will be served adequately by essential public facilities and services such as highways, streets, police and fire protection, drainage structures, refuse disposal, water and sewer and schools; or that the persons or agencies responsible for the establishment of the proposed use shall be able to provide adequately any such services:
 
YES, IT WILL NOT INTERFER WITH ESSENTIAL PUBLIC FACILITEIS AND SERVICES
 
6.                  Will not create excessive additional requirements at public cost for public facilities and services and will not be detrimental to the economic welfare of the community;
YES,  IT WILL NOT CREATE ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS
 
7.                  Will not involve uses, activities, processes, materials, equipment and conditions of operation that will be detrimental to any persons, property or the general welfare by reasons of excessive production of traffic, noise, smoke, fumes, glare or odors;
YES, IT WILL NOT BE DETRIMENTAL TO ANY PERSONS, PROPERTY OR GENERAL WELFARE.
 
8.                  Will have vehicular approaches to the property which shall be so designed as not to create an interference with traffic on surrounding public thoroughfares;
YES, IT WILL NOT INTERFER WITH TRAFFIC OR PUBLIC THOROUGHFARES
 
9.                  Will not result in the destruction, loss or damage of a natural, scenic or historic feature of major importance; and
YES, IT WILL NOT RESULT IN DESTRUCTION OR DAMAGE OF HISTORIC, NATURAL, OR SCENIC FEATURES
10.              Will comply with any additional requirements that may be deemed necessary or appropriate by the Planning and Zoning Commission.
 
THERE ARE NO ADDITONAL REQUIREMENTS.
 
THE COMMISSIONERS FELT THE NEW SIGN AT THE CONOCO STATION WILL BE THE SAME AS THE OLD IN SIZE AND SHAPE.  IT WOULD ENHANCE THE BUSINESS DISTRICT. 
 
THE ITEM THAT WAS LOOKED AT WAS THE LED MESSAGE CENTER WHICH GOES AGAINST ORDINANCE 17.40.020 F.  AS STATED IN FIND FACT # 4, THE COMMISSIONERS DETERMINED THAT IT WOULD NOT INTERER WITH TRAFFIC NOR CREATE A HAZARD.
 
THE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSIONERS VOTED UNANIMOUSLY TO ACCEPT A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR A LED MESSAGE CENTER FOR THE CONOCO STATION SIGN AT 804 3RD ST IN KAMIAH.
