Mayor called meeting to order at 6:00PM

Prayer:  Mayor Schneider

Pledge of Allegiance
Public Comments:   Mayor Schneider clarified that the sidewalk project currently underway on Hill Street is being financed by a grant.  Hill Street was chosen as it is the most used street by students walking to and from school.  He also informed the council that the paving portion of the distribution project is complete and that the clean-up will begin tomorrow.
APPROVE AGENDA:   Motion by Paul Schlader, seconded by Mike Bovey to approve the agenda.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

APPROVE MINUTES:  Motion by Mike Bovey, seconded by Glen Hibbs to waive the reading of the minutes and approve the minutes of 6-14-17.  Roll call vote: Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye, Glen Hibbs aye.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

FOLLOW-UP WATER DISTRIBUTION:
  Clean-up will begin tomorrow.  Mayor Schneider said that a hydrant will need to be moved that is located on the property of Rick Roberts.  Dan Musgrave asked whether storz connectors had been installed on the hydrants and the Mayor said that it wasn't included in the bid package.
NEW BUSINESS 

AMY WIMER- RESORT CITY DESIGNATION.    Ms. Wimer began by informing the Council that she didn't need to include them in her desires to get Kamiah designated as a resort city so that funds could be raised through taxation.  She said that there are two avenues to investigate.  One would be setting up a recreation district that would tax property owners and would be used for the pool, skate part etc.  The second would be a local option city tax that would in essence be a tourist tax on purchases made by those visiting Kamiah.  Mayor Schneider offered her information that he had acquired.  She informed the Council that she will be proceeding by educating the citizenry.  
PASS ORDINANCE 2017-3 TO AMEND BUDGET.  Ken Law, city clerk, read ordinance 2017-3 which amends the current budget.  Motion by Mike Bovey, seconded by Paul Schlader that the first reading be approved, the rule requiring three separate readings on three separate days be suspended and pass on to the second reading.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye. Motion by Dan Millward, seconded by Glen Hibbs that the second reading be waived and pass on to the third reading.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.  Motion by Mike Bovey, seconded by Paul Schlader that the third reading be waived and ordinance be passed.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

PLANNING & ZONING- NEW COMMISSIONER, BARRY MACHADO.  The planning and zoning commissioners have been short one member.  The name of Barry Machado was presented to the council to be approved as a new member.  The motion was made by Mike Bovey and seconded by Paul Schlader to approve the appointment.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.  Also, Doug Warrington, chairman of the commission, attended and presented some requested changes to the city ordinance concerning 1) Living in Rvs or trailers and 2) The age of remodeled trailers that are acceptable to be lived in within the city limits.  The proposed changes are to Ordinance 15.  (See attached).  The Council approved of the changes and instructed Doug to have the amended ordinance written up and brought to the next council meeting for approval.

EMS AND FIRE REPORT:   Mayor Schneider asked Dan Musgrave how the fireworks situation will be handled this summer over the Fourth of July.  Dan explained that the Idaho Attorney Journal issued the directive that aerial fireworks are illegal in the state.  Both Dan and Marshal Gaston said that enforcement will be complaint-driven.
MARSHALL'S REPORT:  See Report.   Marshall Gaston expounded on the fireworks issue stating that the rules don't apply on a reservation and that problem is ongoing.  
MAINTENANCE REPORT:  See report.  
KYRA REPORT:  Dan Millward informed the council that the Little League playoffs will begin soon and that the volunteers are doing a great job of running the program and are very self-sufficient. 
DAN MILLWARD- PAVILION AND BARBEQUE AREAS.    Dan wanted clarification on the pavilion's maintenance responsibility.  Mayor Schneider said that the Chamber of Commerce assumed responsibility but that the City will work with them.   Christine McNall, the Chamber president, stopped in during the day and said that they are looking for some funding to perform the needed repairs of the pavilion.  

Dan said that there is still some work that needs to be done on the barbecue area and suggested putting together a maintenance plan.   The council thanked him and said that this would be a very good idea.  Dan will go forward with this.

TREE REMOVAL BIDS.  It was recommended in the last council meeting that the large tree by the Presbyterian church should be pruned or removed.  After some discussion, the Council decided to have the tree pruned down to 50 feet.  The City received 2 bids, one from Jonathan Rich and the other from Roberts Tree Service.  The motion was made by Glen Hibbs and seconded by Mike Bovey to accept the bid from Jonathan Rich at a cost of $700.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.
