APPROVE AGENDA:   Motion by Paul Schlader, seconded by Glen Hibbs to approve the agenda.  Roll call vote:  Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

APPROVE MINUTES:  Motion by Dan Millward, seconded by Paul Schlader to waive reading of the minutes and approve the minutes of 1-24-18.  Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye.

NEW BUSINESS

MONTHLY AND INTERIM BILLS:    Motion by Dan Millward, second by Glen Hibbs to approve monthly bills in the amount of $44,113.16 and interim bills in the amount of $31,269.70 and payroll in the amount of $60,783.69.  Roll call vote:  Dan Millward aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye.

MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORTS:  Motion by Paul Schlader, seconded by Dan Millward to accept monthly financial reports for January 2018.  Roll call vote:  Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

GRANT WRITER- DAMON KEENE:  See attached resume'.  Mayor Heater introduced Damon and is recommending him as the city's new grant writer.  He talked about his experience and desire to work with the city.  After some discussion, it was decided that Damon, Mayor Heater and Ken get together and come up with a compensation plan to present to the council for approval.
BACKHOE- MIKE STANTON:  See attached price quote from Pape' Equipment.  Mike presented his plan and request for a newer backhoe.  It would include using the city's old backhoe as a trade-in, paying the currently approved budget amount of $30,000 as a down payment and 5 annual installments of $11,997.48.  Dan Millward made the motion to purchase the backhoe with these terms and Glen Hibbs seconded.  Roll call vote:  Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.
EMS (MIKE BOYER)- REQUEST FOR BATTERY PURCHASE:  Mike is requesting $786.40 for the purchase of two new batteries for the EMS cots.  Paul Schlader made the motion to approve the purchase and Dan Millward seconded.  Roll call vote:  Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.
ROTO-ROOTER BILL:  During the summer of 2010, Triton Technologies contracted with the City to pipe burst sewer lines.  It was just discovered that they neglected to reconnect the line at 709 Hill Street and this has been leaking into the ground ever since.  The owners, the Alsups, have spent considerable money over the years and this past month Roto- Rooter had to dig up the line at a cost of $9,314.23.  ICRMP said that because it wasn't the fault of the City, they could not pay for this.  The City will have to go after Triton for reimbursement.  Motion by Dan Millward and second by Paul Schlader to pay this invoice.  Roll call vote:  Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.
WATER BILLS BREAKDOWN:  Mayor Heater said that she would like to break out the water bond and the basic water rate on the utililty bills.  Right now, the amounts are combined and it has caused much confusion with customers.  Dan Millward made the motion to separate the fees on the utility bills and Paul Schlader seconded.  Roll call vote:  Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.
DAN MUSGRAVE- SPRING FLING:  Mike Boyer reported that ten EMTs need to attend the annual Spring Fling training in Grangeville.  They will pay and the city would reimburse.  The total would be $720.00.  Paul Schlader made the motion and Dan Millward seconded to approve the reimbursements.  Roll call vote:  Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.
MARSHAL GASTON & TALUD CERTIFICATIONS:  Mayor Heater presented a plaque to Marshal Gaston and Talud for their successful completion of the drug dog certification training.  She expressed her gratitude for their success.  
WATER WRITE-OFF REQUEST:
