Approve Agenda (Action): Motion to approve the agenda was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Council President Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.

Discussion Items:
A. Discuss/Approve FY 2019 Audit - Dan Coleman – (ACTION) Auditor Dan Coleman presented the FY2019 Audit to the Mayor and Council for approval. He stated due to the turnover in staff within the past year, he was surprised with the financial reports for this year’s audit. He stated Stephanie has done a great job with the challenges that the City of Kamiah continues to face. He stated he will be working with Stephanie to get the finances reconciled. Motion to accept the FY2019 audit as presented was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Council President Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.
B. Update on Sidewalks- Damon Keen (ACTION) – Stephanie stated Damon had sent an update via email as he was unable to attend. She stated that per the email, Damon will submit both grants by January 31,2020. She stated only 1/3 of the TAP applications will receive funding, however; they will rank very well. She stated the boat grant application should rank very well and the status of these two applications in March. 
C. Update on Airport – Dan Millward 

a. Fuel Truck (ACTION)- Stephanie stated the carburetor was donated by Ron Anderson and the labor was donated by Lee Bird, however; Danielle has not been able to get ahold of Lee Bird to get an estimate for the brake and sump line repairs. The council tabled this discussion until estimates can be submitted. 
b. Pilot’s Lounge $7,000.00 (ACTION)- Council President Dan Millward requested the council table this discussion until he can contact airport staff to further discuss as he was under the impression this was all supposed to be donated. Stephanie verified this was not a budgeted item for the FY2020 budget.  

c. Runway Lights (ACTION) – Stephanie stated Lochsa Electric had temporarily fixed the runway lights, however; they are not working at this time. She stated Mike Stanton has sent Jason Keen (Lochsa Electric) a text letting him know that the council had approved the installation of the new underground electrical boxes as well as letting him know that they are not working. She stated she also requested Damon to ask Jason to call her regarding this matter. 
d. Contract with City of Kamiah and CVAC (ACTION) – Stephanie stated she has provided the council with the expired contract between the City of Kamiah and CVAC. Council President Dan Millward made the motion to approve the process for the attorney to review the contract and make necessary modifications and was seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. City Attorney Dan Chadwick requested the council to review the contract in their packets and forward all modifications to him for review.  Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye, and Stephen Rowe aye. 
D. Update from EMS Lead, Andrea Layne – EMS Lead, Andrea Layne stated she has signed the new contract with System Design West and will become effective May 1, 2020 for the ambulance billing. Andrea stated Cammack has been notified by certified mail and is hopeful that the transition will be simple and Cammack will give us the information needed to transition. She stated she has obtained signatures from the mayor on the updated agreements between Glenwood/Caribel QRU as well as Woodland QRU. She stated she is waiting for Woodland to sign and return to her. She stated the call volume has decreased in December 2019 (27 calls) from the (42 calls) in December 2018. She stated the call volume from 2019 (470 calls) is lower than the 2018 call volume with (507 calls).
a. Approval to pay ½ costs EMT class fees (ACTION) – EMS Lead, Andrea Layne stated the ambulance training budget has enough funds to assist 8 potential candidates in attending an EMT class that Clearwater County will be hosting. She stated she has 5 individuals interested in attending and the City of Kamiah could ask for a one-year contract with the Kamiah service. Motion to approve ½ of the costs for potential candidates to attend an EMT class without asking for a one-year contract was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and was seconded by Council President Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.
E. Update from Fire Chief, Dan Musgrave- Chief Musgrave stated the Fire Department responded to 1 chimney fire and 1 vehicle accident this past month, however; the vehicle accident call was cancelled. He stated the Fire Department completed 1 training on fire truck operations and 1 training on fire behavior.
Council President Dan Millward would like the City of Kamiah to purchase a canopy to park the Chief’s truck under to avoid damage due to the weather. Chief Dan Musgrave will provide an estimate at the next meeting. 

F. Update on KYRA- Council President Dan Millward – Council President Dan Millward stated KYRA cancelled basketball due to the unavailability to use the gym at the middle school. He stated they might schedule a spring rally, but he is not sure.  He asked Stephen Rowe to take over this responsibility and will provide him the contact information he has to attend their meetings. 
G. Update from Maintenance Supervisor, Mike Stanton- Mike Stanton stated his maintenance report has been provided in their council packet for review and updates. Mike stated he was waiting for the removal of the Christmas lights to contact Ken Straw to get the electricity disconnected at the BBQ area to finish tearing down the last section. 
a. Discuss/Approve GIS Mapping Costs for water/sewer lines $5,000.00 ACTION) – Maintenance Supervisor, Mike Stanton stated Mountain Waterworks has offered to pay for ½ of the costs for the completing the GIS mapping to the cities water and sewer lines as part of the Wastewater Facility Update Plan. He stated the city would pay $5,000.00. He stated Gary Sievers with Idaho Rural Water Association will be completing the project. Motion to approve the cost of the GIS Mapping project was made by Council President Dan Millward and was seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.
b. Discuss/Approve bid for KME Water Plant Pump Issues (ACTION)-  Water Plant Operator, Stuart Bryant stated the VFD (Variable Frequency Drive) that controls the flow of water through the raw water pump that feeds the entire water plant is reading error codes and causing issues at the water plant. He stated KME has quoted the City $6149.49 to send a new one. Motion to approve the costs of $6149.49 to replace the VFD was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.
c. Discuss/Approve Costs for Water Plant Backup Pump Repairs (ACTION) – Maintenance Supervisor, Mike Stanton stated the City replaced the 2 pumps at the Water Plant and he has received 2 different quotes to repair the 2 pumps that were pulled for backup pumps for issues in the future. Motion to repair the 2 backup pumps was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and was seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe for $10,000.00. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.
H. Update on CEDA Training- Stephanie stated there is an upcoming CEDA training in Lewiston this spring and the information is in the council packets if they would like to attend.

I. Update on the Ambulance Repair Bill- Mayor Betty Heater stated this is an ongoing agenda item. City Attorney, Dan Chadwick stated he did not have any new updates to report. Council President Dan Millward stated he would like to discuss a potential lawsuit he has seen regarding this fuel pump with the attorney. 
J. Update on the Fire Room – Stephanie stated she does not have any updates to provide. Mike Stanton stated he had requested Dickson to send a draft of the room to the Building Inspector but has not seen any drafts. 

K. Update on Interfacility Transports -EMS- Mayor Betty Heater stated this is an ongoing agenda item. Fire Chief, Dan Musgrave stated they are waiting to hear from Attorney Dan Chadwick to begin on the language for the MOU’s between Clearwater County, Lewis County, Idaho County and Kooskia Ambulances to get this going. City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated Clearwater County is waiting for final review from him and it will be ready for council approval. Attorney Dan Chadwick stated he will start on the MOU’s for the ambulance department. 
Action Items 
A. Discuss/Approve Dog Ordinance Modifications (ACTION) – City Attorney, Dan Chadwick stated the current ordinance is quite robust and the city is in need of a code enforcement officer as the contract with Lewis County does not meet the needs of the issues with dog issues unless it is a vicious dog. He stated there are leash laws and nuisance issues. He stated this is not an issue that the clerk or the maintenance department should be dealing with issue. He stated there was a citizen in the office today in fear for her safety regarding a dog issue. He recommended increasing the dog pound fees to assist with the costs for an enforcement issue. He stated the infraction amount in the ordinance needs to be set as well, however; if the code enforcement were to write an infraction for the leash laws and nuisance issues there is not a solid process in the ordinance for court hearings. He asked the council to think about a short- and long-term solution to get this matter resolved. Attorney Dan Chadwick stated he will look at other cities and see what they do as this is going to affect the budget. 
B. Discuss/Approve Bid for Clear Connect IT Services (ACTION) – Stephanie stated she contacted Clear Connect and let them know that the last bid was higher than the city could afford and requested he look at alternative process for us. She stated there is a new quote in their packets, and it came in approximately $10,000.00 cheaper than initially quoted. She stated the costs would be divided between all the departments in the city. She stated this would be about $5800.00 per department. Motion to approve the bid for IT Services was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated he has added a non-appropriation clause in the contract to relieve the city of any obligation in the event the city cannot appropriate the funds. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.  
C. Discuss Approve HR Pay Policy (ACTION) – City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated the city will need to develop an on-call policy with all departments as was developed with the EMS staff. He stated this will need to be done as a written policy and not as a verbal agreement as developed in the past. City Attorney stated he will work with the mayor to draft a policy to present at the next meeting.
