Approve Agenda (Action): Motion to approve the agenda was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.

Discussion Items:
A. Approve Mountain Waterworks to submit Wastewater Facility Update Plan to DEQ for technical review (ACTION) – Motion to approve Mountain Waterworks to submit the Wastewater Facility Update Plan to DEQ for technical review pending further review of the holding tanks by Mountain Waterworks was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.
B. Update on Rural Community Development Initiative -Dodd Snodgrass – Dodd Snodgrass presented the council with the upcoming REV-UP North Idaho Program. He stated CEDA is requesting all communities to get involved in the 3-year program funded by USDA Rural Development targeted to assist communities with education on broadband, housing, and community vitality. He stated they would like to request the city to designate 3-5 people who would like to be involved with the program to attend trainings and discuss the topics listed above. He stated there will be an all-day meeting in Cottonwood in May to discuss broadband. He stated this will not be a meeting to discuss carriers, but to educate the public on what they need to know. He stated there will be trainings on housing as well as community vitality later. He stated he did not need names provided at this meeting, however; he would check back in to gather the information and requested the council to see who would like to participate. He stated he will reach out to Mayor Heater.
a. Adopt ADA/Fair Housing Compliance Materials – (ACTION) Dodd Snodgrass stated this is a compliance requirement of the block grant that was received by the city for the swimming pool. It stated this is part of the contract between the City of Kamiah and CEDA. He stated the ADA requirements needed to be met for the pool are in the report provided to the city from Kevin Johnson. Motion to adopt the ADA/Fair Housing Compliance Materials was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Council President Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.
C. Update on the RFP Process for Swimming Pool- Dodd Snodgrass- Dodd stated the city has the block grant funds as well as the committed funds donated from the UCCF for the pool repairs. He stated between these 2 resources there is $270,000.00, however $400,000.00 will be needed for all the repairs. He stated the city can follow a process called design build through the RFP process. He stated most of the costs for the repairs is in the resurfacing. He stated the other repairs can be prioritized and repaired later. Council President Dan Millward stated the contractor that originally built the pool had reached out to the Mayor. Dodd requested that Betty forward him the gentleman’s name and phone number and they can reach out to him to gather information. 
D. Update on the Swimming Pool – Mayor Betty Heater- Mayor Betty Heater stated she had met with the UCCF, Dodd Snodgrass, Damon Keen and the city clerk to discuss options for the pool repairs. She stated she has some additional questions, however; there will be another meeting to prioritize the issues to get the pool going again. 
E. Discuss/Approve Clarification of Utility Bill-Tina Ulmer – Tina Ulmer presented the mayor and council with the history of her business and the decision granted to her in 2008 by the previous council. She requested the mayor and council modify her utility bill to one multiplier as she is the sole owner of the building and feels that 2 multipliers for the insurance and cell business is a lot of money per month and has doubled her bill. Motion to modify her utility bill from 2 multipliers to 1 multiplier was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.
F. Update on Airport – Dan Millward 

a. Runway Lights (ACTION) – Council President Dan Millward stated it is in the contract that the CVAC maintain the runway lights, however; they were not aware of the contract or their obligation for the repairs. City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated he is waiting for the modifications from the mayor and council to get the contract modified. 
Fuel Truck (ACTION)- Council President Dan Millward stated they would like to wait for the fuel sump line repairs as the fuel truck will need to be empty prior to completing the repairs. He stated they will contact the city prior to ordering the next fuel purchase for further discussion. Dan Millward stated the carburetor has been repaired. 
b. Pilot’s Lounge $7,000.00 (ACTION)- Council President Dan Millward stated he visited with the CVAC today and they are not asking for the money from the city for the pilot’s lounge. He stated the supplies and labor are being donated, however; they would appreciate any financial support the city could assist with. He stated this agenda item can be removed.  Dan Millward stated he would like to get the contract modified.
G. Update on Sidewalks- Mayor Betty Heater stated this is ongoing. 
a. Approve difference of $6488.30 for sidewalk grant match (ACTION) – Mayor Betty Heater stated the council had initially approve $21,000.00 for the grant match for sidewalk repairs, however; the amount of the initial commitment was $6488.30 short. Mayor Betty Heater stated the funds will be paid out of the street investment fund for the repairs. Motion to approve the additional funds of $6488.30 for sidewalk repairs was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.
H. Discuss/Approve Fire Room Bid Cancellation (ACTION) - Motion to approve the cancellation of the fire room bid was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.
I. Discuss/Approve Intergovernmental MOU’s between the City of Kamiah and Clearwater, Idaho and Lewis County and the City of Kooskia (ACTION) – City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated the Clearwater County MOU has been completed and is awaiting final approval by Clearwater County. He stated he is waiting for the jurisdictional boundaries language from Andrea Layne to complete the Lewis and Idaho County MOU’s. He stated he will keep the mayor and council updated. 

J. Update on Interfacility Transports-Andrea Layne – EMS Supervisor, Andrea Layne stated she met with Clearwater Valley Hospital today regarding the possibility of assisting them with transports to outside facilities for emergent patient needs. She stated she feels that this would be a great benefit to the community. She stated the MOU’s will need to be completed prior to committing this service. She stated there will be reviewing schedules, billing and response times for this service to be successful.  
Action Items 
A. Discuss/Approve Banking Services Agreement - (ACTION) – Stephanie Dyche stated the direct deposit service fees with Wells Fargo information is in their packets for review. She stated she contacted Freedom Northwest Credit Union regarding their fees, however; they were unable to get back to me regarding any requirements for a service agreement with them prior to this meeting. The council requested to table this discussion until the clerk can hear back from the credit union regarding the agreements. City Attorney Dan Chadwick recommended the mayor and council modify the ordinance once the banking service has been identified. 
B. Discuss/Approve hardship paperwork for 1020 Idaho Street- (ACTION)- Mayor Betty Heater stated there is paperwork in their packets to review regarding the water bill at 1020 Idaho Street. Council President Dan Millward stated he would be willing to accept the request for a payment plan, however; this bill was not due to a leak and did not feel it qualified for part of the bill to be written off. Motion to approve a minimum payment of $50.00 per month until the bill was paid in full was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Council President Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.  
C. Discuss/Approve to amend the current appropriation amounts in General Fund for Comprehensive Plan (ACTION) – Stephanie Dyche stated the amounts on the documentation provided to them would move funds within the general fund to cover the initial costs of $2500.00 to have CEDA start working with the City of Kamiah to complete the Comprehensive Plan. Motion to move the funds within the general funds to cover the costs to CEDA for the Comprehensive Plan was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.  
D. Discuss/Approve to amend the current appropriation amounts in all funds for Clear Connect Contract- (ACTION)- Stephanie Dyche stated the amounts on the documentation provided to them would be amounts to cover the cost of the email service for their departments and would like  authorization to use the money for the Clear Connect Contract. Motion to approve the costs allocated for the Clear Connect contract was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.  
E. Discuss/Approve Emergency Resolution 2020-2 for the transfer of $25,000.00 from Water Plant account for Emergency Levee repairs – (ACTION) – Bob West addressed the council regarding the levee repairs. He provided the mayor and council with pictures of the levee as well as the plan to stabilize the levee to reduce the possibility of the mill and water plant flooding again. He stated after meeting with IEOM, Empire Lumber, city staff and the Corp of Engineers it was determined that the city would qualify for emergency response declaration. Bob stated he has spoken with the City Attorney Dan Chadwick and it would be appropriate to transfer $25,000.00 from the water plant to assist with the funds for the levee repairs to prevent flooding at the water plant. Bob stated he has met with Mayor Heater for further discussion and approval. He stated on Saturday the rip rap has been placed along the levee. He stated the City of Kamiah is currently under a presidential declaration and he has spoken to Rob Feeley and is working to get funds reimbursed back to the city. Motion to approve Emergency Resolution 2020-2 for the transfer of $25,000.00 from Water Plant account for Emergency Levee repairs was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.  
F. Discuss/Approve pay change in 12- hour call time for ambulance staff -Andrea Layne (ACTION) – EMS Lead, Andrea Layne stated the council approved a resolution to pay the EMS staff $25.00 for a 12-hour call period. She stated several of the EMT’s have full time jobs and are unable at times to cover a full 12-hour shift. She would like to propose to the council and mayor amend the resolution to allow for $2.08 an hour for staff that will be filling in those times of coverage. Motion to approve $2.08 per hour for additional coverage was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.  
G. Discuss/Approve ICRMP changes in policy (ACTION)- Stephanie Dyche stated she has removed 2 vehicles and added 2 vehicles to the policy. Motion to approve the changes to the ICRMP policy was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Council President Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.  
H. Motion to move into Executive Session pursuant to Idaho Code Section 74-206(1) (a)(b): Consider personnel matters (ACTION) Motion to move into Executive Session at 6:56 pm was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Council President Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, and Stephen Rowe aye.  
I. Entered regular council session at 7:57 pm.
