Discussion Items:
A. Update from Sheriff Jason Davis – Sheriff Davis thanked the mayor and council for allowing him time on the agenda. He stated he likes to provide the mayor and council statistic data for the City of Kamiah a couple times a year. He stated they have responded to 253 calls for service since the beginning of the FY ranging from burglaries to parking issues. He stated the Lewis County served a large search warrant served and several arrests made in a local trailer court and seems to have made a difference in the drug traffic. He stated Lewis County has received 119 calls for the Kamiah Ambulance and a few fire calls. He stated Lewis County continues to work in the City of Kamiah and will work with the deputies regarding the traffic concerns he has received.  He stated he would like to clarify any and all rumors regarding the discontinuance of Lewis County using Active 911.He stated these rumors are false and will continue to subscribe if 1 agency continues to subscribe. He stated Lewis County did not sign up for their deputies as they get their information via radios. He congratulated the new city councilors on their new seats with the city council and stated he will be coming to meet with the council during the next budget cycle regarding the Lewis County contract.
B. Update on Airport – Dan Millward 

a. Runway Lights– Council President Dan Millward stated Ron Funnemark has managed to get the runway lights working.  
C. Update from City Attorney - Dan Chadwick 

a. Hanger Repairs – City Attorney Dan Chadwick will look at the legal issues regarding the repair and maintenance of the hanger and recommended the council put as an action item on the next council meeting. 
b. Contract with CVAC – City Attorney stated he has received comment from Councilmember Stephen Rowe regarding this contract and requested further response from the mayor and council to get a drafted contract created prior to the next council meeting to meet with the aero club. 
c. Ambulance Fuel Filter Class Action Update – City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated he reached out to the attorney and the city will not be getting their money back anytime soon. He stated there has been litigations filed against Ford and General Motors, however; no class has been created been filed for governmental actors involved in this matter. He stated the excuse the City received from Ford is the same letter all parties have received regarding the quality of diesel. He asked the mayor and council if they would like to file a class action suit against Ford. He stated the mayor and council can discuss, place on an agenda, however; this will need to be discussed in Executive Session. 
d. HR Issues Update – City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated per the mayor and councils requested at the last meeting, he reached out to 18 cities regarding job descriptions and pay for maintenance staff. He stated he has received information from 14 of the 18 cities. He stated he has been looking into where the city fits into the pay scale. He stated they have been looking at the requested changes to the personnel policy as well to get this matter resolved. He stated all certifications are part of the job descriptions and it will be up to the mayor and council per budget how they would like to move forward on this matter.
e. Library Contract Update – City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated he has begun to work on the modifications to the library contract. He stated the City currently has a contract as well as an MOU. He stated he does not believe the MOU is necessary, however; it is important for the city to look at the contracts local cities have with the Prairie Library District to get this matter resolved. Mayor Betty Heater stated she has received calls regarding the changes, and they would like to meet with the City for further discussion. 
f. Update on P&Z Meeting- City Attorney stated he will get the Finding of Facts, Conclusion of Law and Decision to the mayor for final signature. 

D. Update from EMS Supervisor, Andrea Layne – Fire Chief Dan Musgrave stated he will be providing the updates as Andrea had another meeting to attend. He stated the Kamiah Ambulance responded to (24) calls in February 2019 compared to (65) call in February 2020. He stated she spent $420.00 for expired medications and will be developing a new protocol for rotating medications to ensure less waste on medications. He stated she spent $176.00 on N95 masks that were expired as well. He reported she has hired 1 new Basic EMT to the roster. He stated 2 Kamiah students are currently attending the EMT class that Andrea is assisting with facilitating in Clearwater County. 

E. Update from Fire Chief, Dan Musgrave – Fire Chief Dan Musgrave stated the Fire Department responded to a small chimney fire on 2nd Street Extension. He stated he has added 2 new firefighters to the Fire Department roster. Ashley Dyche, Rural Firefighter and Molly Madden, Jr Firefighter. He stated the Fire Department had a great fire hose training last Monday night and had a fair amount attend. He stated he has completed 2 daycare inspections. 

F. Update on KYRA – Dan Millward and Stephen Rowe- Council President Dan Millward stated they did not have basketball this season due to the lack of gym space. Councilmember Stephen Rowe stated he has been on contact with President of the organization Mr. Baldwin and they are getting ready to set up camps for this upcoming spring. He stated they may be setting up a basketball tournament towards the end of March. He stated he will be attending a meeting and will have more updates at the next meeting. 
G. Update from Public Works Director, Mike Stanton – Mike Stanton stated his updates are in their packets for review. He stated he got a blip on the Water Plant regarding the VFD’s for the control box. He stated the housing the VFD goes in does not match the new VFD and therefore a $400.00 upgrade has been purchased. He stated the maintenance crew placed a new meter for some property sold on Crest. He stated the BBQ pit has been completely removed and Dickson Construction will be purchasing the supplies for the new BBQ cover to be built.
H. Update on Sidewalks- Mayor Betty Heater stated this is ongoing  and the City is currently waiting on the grant approval.

Discuss/Approve Banking Service Fees for Wells Fargo - (ACTION) – Stephanie Dyche stated she received verification from Wells Fargo that the fees listed in the Pro Forma provided to them will be the only fees charged to the account. She stated the difference will be approximately $20.00 per month. Motion to approve the banking service fees for Wells Fargo was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Council President Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye and Stephen Rowe aye. City Attorney Dan Chadwick reminded the mayor and council to modify the ordinance regarding out banking services. 
B. Discuss/Approve Professional Contract for CEDA (ACTION) – Motion to approve the professional contract for CEDA was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler for the Comprehensive Plan. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye and Stephen Rowe aye. 
C. Discuss/Approve Active 911 (ACTION) – Fire Chief Dan Musgrave stated he would like to have Active 911 as this is a great resource for the fire and ems. He stated all fire and ems, along with the mayor and 1 fire commissioner. City Attorney dan Chadwick stated he will meet with the Fire Chief for further discussion and bring back to the council and mayor. The mayor tabled this discussion for a later meeting. 
D.
