Mayor Heater called meeting to order at 6:00 PM

Approve Agenda: Motion by Paul Schlader and seconded by Bob West. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan MiIllward aye and Bob West aye. 

Approve Minutes from Regular City Council Meeting on December 12, 2018, Regular Council Meeting on January 9, 2019 and Emergency City Council Meeting on January 10, 2019, and Emergency City Council Meeting February 6, 2019- Motion was made by Bob West and seconded by Dan Millward. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye and Bob West aye. 
Follow up agenda items: 
A. Bob West will work with Robert Simmons to finalize the last question on the questionnaire – Bob West stated he met with Robert Simmons on 2/26/19 and finalized the questionnaire. He reported the questionnaire was submitted to AT&T on 2/27/19. He presented Stephanie Dyche with a copy of the Landfill closure documentation for City Hall files. He stated he will making copies of maps for the city hall record, however; he may have to go to Lewiston to complete this task. 
B. Stephanie will email Allison the Gun Club lease for review and modifications – Completed
C. Glen Hibbs and Paul Schlader will work with Allison to modify the lease agreement between the City of Kamiah and the Gun Club – Paul stated he had contacted Alison when this discussion initially took place and shared thoughts with her. He stated he will be calling her to share ideas with her provided by Dan and Michele at the training.  
a. Action Items: Paul will contact Alison Brandt to discuss dan and Michele’s recommendations for the gun club. 

D. City Council members will review the garbage and water ordinances- Mayor Betty Heater reported this will be an on-going agenda item until completed.
E. Stephanie will work with Stu to get the city’s website functioning- Stephanie stated she will continue to work with Stu until the website is fully functioning. 
Discussion Items:

A. Update on Training with Dan and Michele Chadwick 2/23/19- Mayor Betty Heater stated the council members, mayor and city staff attended a training on 2/23/19 on open meeting laws, public records management and roles and responsibilities of each department within city hall with Dan and Michele Chadwick. Paul Schlader read a statement to the city residents with regard to the training and the city council and mayors attempts to implement the tools provided to them in the training. Bob West thanked Stephanie Dyche for scheduling the training. 
B. Discuss gaps and needs analysis on water billing system – Mayor Betty Heater stated upon the information provided to them at the last meeting by Delbert Yates, the city council, mayor and maintenance department will be conducting a gap and needs analysis on the water billing system. Mayor Betty Heater reported the maintenance department will be conducting an audit of water meters when they complete the water meter reading in March weather permitting. She stated there will be a lot of information to be gathered, however; she would like to let the residents know they are looking into it.  
a. Action Items: The maintenance department will conduct an audit of meters in March weather permitting.   
C. Discuss NIMS Requirement for the City of Kamiah -Bob West – Council member Bob West addressed Mayor Betty Heater as the Lewis County Emergency Manager with the NIMS requirements for the City of Kamiah. He stated Dale Schneider signed the documentation to help create the City of Kamiah’s NIMS compliancy. He stated NIMS compliancy means the City of Kamiah can apply for FEMA grants, however; if the city receives funds and FEMA were to request NIMS documentation and we were unable to provide the required documentation; the city would be responsible to return the funds. He stated the new mayor will need to complete the following NIMS courses to be compliant: 
a. ICS 100, 200, 700, and 800- online
b. ICS 300 5-day class 
c. ICS 400 4-day class 

D. Update on AT& T – see above discussion. 
E. Update on Bryan Drive – Mayor Betty Heater reported that she and Paul had met with Dodd Snodgrass on Friday to start the RFP process. She reported the RFP has been published in the paper for two weeks and all proposals are due by March 7, 2019 at 2:00 pm. 
F. Update on St. Mary’s Clinic (CUP)- Bob West stated there will be a Public Hearing on March 6, 2019 at 5:30 pm. He stated he has received the storm water drainage plan and forwarded to Mike Stanton to review. 
G. Update on Kamiah Gun Club – Mayor Betty Heater requested to table this discussion per Alison Brandt’s request as she would like to attend the meeting for this discussion. 
H. Update on Sidewalks (TABLED) – Mayor Betty Heater stated there are no updates on the sidewalks at this time. 
I. Discuss Cammack Contract –(TABLED) – Mayor Betty Heater requested to table this discussion per Alison Brandt’s request as she would like to attend the meeting for this discussion. 
Action Items: 

A. Discuss water leak at 704 5th Street- $375.00 (ACTION)- Mayor Betty Heater stated there was a water leak at 704 5th Street and the resident has requested assistance with the water bill. Dan Millward made the motion for the city to pay $187.50 towards the bill at 704 5th Street and was seconded by Paul Schlader. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye and Bob West aye. 
B. Approve Fireman to attend Clearwater Fire Academy- $400.00 (ACTION)-   Motion made by Paul Schlader to approve Kamiah firefighters to attend the Clearwater Fire Academy and seconded by Glen Hibbs. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye and Bob West aye. 
C. Approve City of Kamiah Resolution 2006-2 (ACTION)- Mayor Betty Heater presented Resolution 2006-2 to the city council for approval. She stated Alison Brandt had reviewed and modified the resolution to show Dan Musgrave as the Emergency Response for Hazardous Substances as previously discussed. Bob West stated he thought Lewis County was to be named as the responsible party. Mayor Betty Heater requested to table this discussion. Mayor Betty Heater will discuss emergency response for hazardous substances resolution with Sheriff Jason Davis and notify Alison Brandt if changes are required.  
a. Action Items: Mayor Betty Heater will discuss emergency response for hazardous substances with Sheriff Jason Davis and notify Alison Brandt if changes are required. 
D. Approve City of Kamiah Resolution 2016-1 (ACTION) – Mayor Betty Heater presented Resolution 2016-1 to the city council for approval. Paul Schlader stated he feels that things are going well and does not see the point in changing the Resolution at this time. Bob West stated he would like Dan Musgrave to attend the meeting to weigh in on this discussion per State Code on supervision. Mayor Betty Heater tabled this discussion until the next meeting when Alison Brandt can attend. 
E. Approve purchase of Idaho State Code Books – (ACTION)- Mayor Betty Heater requested feedback from the council on the cost of purchasing the Idaho State Code books. Stephanie Dyche will contact Dan Chadwick to inquire about purchasing State Title Books.  
a. Action Items: Stephanie Dyche will contact Dan Chadwick to inquire about purchasing Idaho State Code Books. 
F. Approve Mike Boyer to attend Public Information Class – (ACTION) – Mayor Betty Heater requested approval for Mike Boyer to attend the Public Information Class in Hayden, Idaho. Mike Boyer stated the class is free, however; it would only cost the city the mileage and hotel costs.  Paul Schlader made the motion to approve Mike Boyer to attend the Public Information Class and seconded by Dan Millward. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye and Bob West aye. 
Public Comments: 
A. Delbert Yates clarified that he was not charged for water when the meter was removed from the property. He thanked Mike Stanton and Stephanie Dyche for their efforts in working with him on this last meter reading on his consumption this last week. 

B. Randy Bowen thanked the maintenance department for maintaining the roads during this last snow storm. He stated they are plowing sometimes 2 times a day. 
C. Gina Jorgenson requested clarification as to why council cannot communicate with the public in the meetings. Bob West clarified that the city council would like to cover city business and allow the public to address their concerns at the end of the meeting.
