Council Present: Glenn Hibbs, Paul Schlader, Dan Millward, and Bob West
Mayor Heater called meeting to order at 6:00 PM

Pledge of Allegiance

Approve Agenda (Action): Motion to approve the agenda was made by Glenn Hibbs and seconded by Paul Schlader. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan MiIllward aye and Bob West aye. 

Approve Minutes from Regular City Council Meeting on March 13, 2019 (Action) - Paul Schlader stated he would like to clarify the public comment made by Maple Stuivenga. Paul stated the city council members met with each member of the EMS and their feedback was taken into consideration when the resolution was written. He stated the resolution was approved in an open meeting. Paul reported he had tried to locate the minutes of this meeting today and they were not able to be located. Motion to approve the minutes from the 3/13/19 meeting was made by Bob West and seconded by Paul Schlader. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye and Bob West aye.
Request to read Statement by Bob West – Bob West requested to read a statement to the Mayor and the Mayor approved. Bob West read his statement to the Mayor with regard to mediation and projects in the past year and requested she provide feedback to him with her response. 
Follow up agenda items: 
A. Discuss gaps and needs analysis on water billing- The maintenance department will conduct an audit of meters in the city on March 15, 2019 weather permitting – Betty reported the maintenance department will be beginning the audit process in April. Mayor Betty Heater stated the city council met this evening to begin the gaps and needs analysis on the water billing.  Dan Millward stated the city may be looking into the option and costs of automated reading system for the city billing. 
B. Update on AT&T – Bob West stated he has not heard anything from AT&T. He stated there is currently a lawsuit between Verizon and AT & T in Clearwater County and that could be the reason he has not heard anything. 

C. Update on Bryan Drive –Paul updated the council on the meeting he attended with Mayor Betty Heater, Mike Stanton, and Keller Associates. He reported the City of Kamiah has missed the filing period to apply for any grants, therefore: the city council will be reviewing the reserve funds to get the engineering process started. Chris Clark reported Keller Associates will be drafting an agreement between the City of Kamiah and Keller Associates and will be providing to Stephanie by the end of next week. Chris reported the City of Kamiah did receive funds for the Waste Water Treatment Plant.  Paul Schlader stated the City of Kamiah will need to send out a new RFP for the Sewer Plant and requested the RFP be published in the Lewiston Tribune.  
a. Stephanie will work with Betty Heater to get the RFP published for the Sewer plant. 
D. Update on St. Mary’s Clinic- Bob West stated the check to the Division of Building Safety was mailed out on 3/26/19. Bob West reported the CFO is currently out of the office until next week, however; upon his return to work, the check for the building permit will be submitted. 
E. Update on Kamiah Gun Club- see action discussion below. 
F. Water and Garbage Ordinance Review – Paul Schlader reported the city council had their initial workshop to begin the process of reviewing the water ordinance. He stated Bob will be reaching out to outside communities to discuss their policies and procedures regarding water billing. 
a. Bob West will reach out to surrounding communities to discuss water billing costs. 
G. Update on City Website – on-going
H. Update on Sidewalks – Mayor Betty Heater stated she will be setting up a meeting with Mike Stanton and a city council member to review the sidewalks within the city to get the project going.  
a. Mayor Betty Heater will meet with Mike Stanton and a council member to review the sidewalks to get the project going. 
I. Discuss process for reviewing policies, ordinances and resolutions- Bob West reminded the Mayor of the City At-Will Policy that the City of Kamiah staff should have signed upon hire. He stated the policy was broken when city staff participated in the most recent events. Bob West recommended Mayor Betty Heater review this policy with her personnel and ensure the acknowledgment on the back page is signed. Paul Schlader recommended all current staff review the policy and place the signed acknowledgement page in all employee files.
a. Mayor Betty Heater will review the personnel policy with her staff and ensure the acknowledgement page is signed and a copy is placed in the employee’s personnel file. 
J. Update on Ambulance Repairs - Mayor Betty Heater reported the insurance company has been contacted, a claim with Ford Motor Company has been filed and it seems that nothing can be done to get this bill covered. Dan Millward stated he had done some research and Ford Motor Company has had issues with 5 this year and requested this stay on the agenda. The city council requested Alison write a letter to the Ford Motor Company. Alison stated she will retrieve the documentation needed from Mike to write the letter. Dan Millward stated he is going to contact the manufacturer.
a. Alison Brandt will contact Mike Boyer to provide her the claim information from Ford Motor Company. 

b. Dan Millward will contact with manufacturer of the fuel pump to discuss ambulance issues. 
K. Update on Resolution 2006-2 modification- Stephanie will email Alison Brandt Resolution 2006-2 for modification to change authority of hazardous substance incidents to Lewis County Sheriff Department –Completed. See discussion under action items. 
L. Update on Snow Removal request at the Catholic Church – Paul Schlader will contact Father Sipho to follow up with the snow removal request – Completed. Paul stated Father Sipho thanked the maintenance crew, city council members and the Mayor for their efforts to resolve this matter. Mike Stanton verified that he communicated the request to the maintenance crew.  
M. Update from EMS Supervisor, Mike Boyer – Mayor Betty Heater reported Mike is on an ambulance call and unable to provide a report. 

N. Update from Fire Chief, Dan Musgrave - Dan Musgrave reported he had to replace the batteries in the city fire truck on Saturday. He stated the batteries were $795.00. Mike Stanton requested clarification on policy for purchasing and communication with council members. Bob West clarified the policy is to communicate to city council members when purchases need to made if they have time. Bob stated this was not to prohibit staff from completing emergency purchases and taking care of city business. Paul verified all purchases need to be on the agenda of the following meeting to get approval in the event of an emergency. 
O. Update on KYRA Sports – Dan Millward stated baseball practice will begin sometime in April and requested the maintenance department mow the park and spray the weeds. Mike Stanton verified he will get it taken care of. 
P. Update from Maintenance Supervisor, Mike Stanton- Mike stated his maintenance report was added to the packet and he had nothing to report. 
Action Items: 
A. Approve City of Kamiah Resolution 2016-1 (Action)- Mayor Betty Heater tabled this discussion until Mike Boyer could attend the meeting. Dan Musgrave requested to schedule an Executive Session before the next city council meeting to get this issue resolved. Mayor Betty Heater stated this is not a personnel issue, however; it is a departmental issue. Attorney Alison Brandt stated Mayor Betty Heater has the administrative authority to make the decision without changing the Resolution. Bob West stated he will not approve any grants requested by Mike Boyer until he is NIMS compliant. Paul Schlader stated there is a Resolution in place, and it needs to be changed to reflect the current changes. Alison Brandt stated she has contacted ICRMP and she cannot find where Mike Boyer has to be NIMS compliant. Bob West stated he was provided credentials back in 2004. Dan Musgrave verified there is not a state code regarding the fire chief supervising the EMS. 
Upon Mike Boyer’s return to the city council meeting. Mayor Betty Heater requested further discussion to resolve this issue. Paul Schlader provided the city council the history of the roles and responsibilities of the current resolution. Paul requested Resolution 2016-1 remain the same and requested the differences get resolved. Betty Metcalf stated there have been a lot of positive changes to the EMS upon Mike Boyer’s hire and requested to remain separate. Dan Musgrave and Dan Millward requested to move into Executive Session. Joni Kelley requested the mayor to read the public letters to the city council. Please see attached letters from the EMS that Mayor Betty Heater read. Dan Millward requested to see a copy of the original job description in which Mike was hired. 
B. Approve City of Kamiah Resolution 2006-2 (Action)- Mayor Betty Heater presented Resolution 2006-2 to the city council members provided in their packet. Motion to approve Resolution 2006-2 with modifications was made by Dan Millward and was seconded by Bob West. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye and Bob West aye.
C. Approve application for catering permit for Chamber of Commerce Brewfest April 6, 2019 (Action) – Motion to approve the catering permit for the Chamber of Commerce Brewfest on April 6, 2019 was made by Glenn Hibbs and seconded by Dan Millward. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye and Bob West aye.
D. Update on completion of inventory for Lewis County Sheriff Department contract- (Action) Sheriff Jason Davis provided the city council and mayor with the completed inventory list per Lewis County Contract.  He stated there are currently 5 deputies covering shifts and will be adding a new deputy to the schedule on May 1, 2019 for the Kamiah area. He stated he has received several qualified candidates and will be interviewing them to ensure he hires the right candidate for the Kamiah area. He reported the 3rd vehicle has been purchased and the 4th vehicle will not be purchased until the position is filled. He reported he has applied for 4 new electronic ticketing systems which will allow the deputies to write a citation in 2 minutes. He stated the virtualization for the communications is almost complete and the sign grant was approved. He stated he will be working with the maintenance crew to get them up and going upon arrival. Sheriff Davis requested approval to utilize the canine gear in the office upon the training of a canine unit in Kamiah. Motion to approve Lewis County Sheriff to utilize the canine gear was made by Bob West and was seconded by Paul Schlader. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye and Bob West aye. Sheriff Davis stated he will take this to the county commissioners for final approval.
E. Review and approve modifications to ICRMP policy (Action)- Motion to approve the modifications to the ICRMP policy was made by Bob West and seconded by Dan Millward. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye and Bob West aye.
F. Approve clarification of Ordinance 2018-3 (Action) – Stephanie requested feedback from the city council regarding the discrepancy in Ordinance 2018-3 with regard to clarify the location of multi-family dwelling from commercial to residential in the Ordinance. Motion to move multi-family dwelling commercial to residential was made by Bob West and seconded by Dan Millward. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye and Bob West aye.
G. Approve cost for mediation- $2000.00-$2500.00 (Action) – Motion to approve mediation with Dan and Michele Chadwick was made by Dan Millward and seconded Bob West. Stephanie requested that all parties attending the mediation to please fill them out and return to them. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye and Bob West aye.
H. Approve Gun Club Contract (Action) –The gun club members requested modifications regarding the fire insurance coverage be provided by the City of Kamiah as well as the contract will remain in effect until 2020. Motion was made by Bob West and seconded Paul Schlader. Roll call vote: Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye and Bob West aye.
a. Alison will modify the contract to reflect the modifications requested by the gun club. 
b. Stephanie will provide the updated contract to Terry Williams for signature. 
I. Approve cost for new batteries in the fire truck $795.00 (Action)- Motion to approve the new batteries for the fire truck was made by Paul Schlader and seconded by Glenn Hibbs. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye and Bob West aye.
J. Approve maintenance repairs on parking lot at the annex building (Action) – Dan Musgrave stated this project was budgeted last spring, however; Chris Wilkins was unable to provide the service last summer. Motion was made to approve the maintenance repairs on the parking lot at the annex building by Dan Millward and seconded by Paul Schlader. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye and Bob West aye.
Public Comments: 
A. Shirley Hawkins requested authorization from the city council and mayor to have the ambulance provide transportation for him to go to rehabilitation in Boise. The city council agreed to authorize the transport pending no legal liability to the city. Alison Brandt stated she will look into the liability concerns and inform Stephanie. 
a. Stephanie will contact Shirley regarding transportation request upon hearing from Alison.  
B. Rhea Thibault stated the City of Kamiah ambulance transported her husband 15 years ago. 

C. Jody Dow requested the mayor and city council members clarify the agenda items to the public to better understand the discussion and recommended an alternative venue for city council meetings if there were as many people attending.
