Mayor Heater called meeting to order at 6:00 PM

Public Statement – Mayor Betty Heater read a statement to the attendees of the meeting stating the mayor and city council members are here to conduct legal city business and that any and all derogatory/disrespectful comments will not be tolerated and anyone in attendance that does so, will be removed from the meeting. 

Approve Agenda (Action): Motion to approve the agenda was made by Paul Schlader and seconded by Glenn Hibbs. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan MIllward aye. 

Approve Minutes from Regular City Council Meeting on March 27, 2019 (Action) -. Motion to approve the minutes from the 3/27/19 meeting was made by Bob West and seconded by Dan Millward. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
Follow up agenda items: 
A. Discuss gaps and needs analysis on water billing- Mayor Betty Heater reported the maintenance department conduct the audit process during the April meter reads. 

B. Update on AT&T – Councilmember Bob West stated he does not have any further updates to provide. 
C. Update on Bryan Drive –Council President Paul Schlader stated he had contacted Chris Clark to discuss the language concerns in the contract. He stated Chris has contacted Alison in regards to language in paragraph 8. He reported Alison has modified the contract and will be approved in the action item section of the meeting. 
D. Update on St. Mary’s Clinic- Councilmember Bob West stated due to the most recent flooding within the city and county he has been unable to contact St. Mary ‘s to discuss the building permit fees and release of those funds to the city. 
E. Update on Kamiah Gun Club- Stephanie Dyche reported the modified contract was emailed to Terry Williams on the 3/28/19. She stated she spoke with Terry on April 3, 2019 to let him know the contract was ready for signature, however; he has not been to City Hall to sign.  
F. Water and Garbage Ordinance Review – Councilmember Bob West stated he has contacted 3 local cities and has received information. He requested a workshop for further discussion.  

G. Update on City Website – on-going. 
H. Update on Sidewalks – Mayor Betty Heater stated she will be setting up a meeting with Mike Stanton and a city council member to review the sidewalks within the city to get the project going.  
I. Update on Ambulance Repairs – Councilmember Dan Milward stated he has been working with Mike Boyer and Alison Brandt to get the letter drafted. Alison verified the letter has been drafted and waiting on the final review and approval by Mike Boyer prior to mailing it. Councilmember Dan Millward stated the City of Kamiah is requesting Ford Motor Company to keep the claim open.  
J. Update on City at will Policy – Mayor Betty Heater stated she has been reviewing the personnel policy and requested an updated version prior to staff signature.  Councilmember Bob West requested a workshop to review together and submit to legal counsel. Mayor Betty Heater stated she will review with her staff upon update of the policy. 
K. Discuss RV fees and length of stay policy for RV spaces at city park- Mayor Betty Heater requested the city council members to draft an ordinance with regard to the RV spaces at the park. She stated there are people abusing the utilities and at this time the city cannot enforce asking them to leave. Alison Brandt recommended writing an ordinance rather than a policy.  Councilmember Dan Millward requested the city council make exceptions for emergency situations when creating the ordinance. Sheriff Davis verified he will be enforcing the ordinance upon final approval.

A. Approve Monthly and Interim bills (ACTION)- Motion to approve the monthly and interim bills was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Glenn Hibbs. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.

B. Approve Monthly Financial Report (ACTION) – Motion to approve the monthly financial report was made by Councilmember Glenn Hibbs and seconded by Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
C. Approve Quarterly Financial Report (ACTION)-Motion to approve the quarterly financial report was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.

D. Approve Bonds for Stephanie Dyche - $225.00 (ACTION)- Motion to approve bonds in the amount of $225.00 for Stephanie Dyche was made by Councilmember Glenn Hibbs and seconded by Councilmember Bob West. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.

E. Discuss Options for Surveillance Cameras (ACTION) Councilmember Bob West requested feedback from the council regarding the option of installing cameras in City Hall. Dan Millward stated he purchased cameras last summer, however; the WIFI signal was not strong enough to provide enough coverage and the purchase of a booster may be needed. Councilmember Dan Millward stated there are 8 brand new cameras here if it was determined to use them. Dan stated he would look in to the cost of a booster and his son could hook them up when he comes up this weekend. 
F. Approve repairs for Lawnmower (ACTION) – Mike Stanton stated the new lawnmower will not remain running and thinks it is a carburetor issue. He stated he does not know the exact cost of the repair, however; he stated he does not think it would cost over $200.00. Motion to approve the costs of the lawnmower was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
G. Approve Bryan Drive Booster Station Tree Removal with Jonathan Rich (ACTION) – Mike Stanton stated this was a budgeted item last fall, however; due to the snow Jonathan Rich was unable to complete the project. Mike verified that there are 2 trees to be removed. Motion to approve Jonathan Rich to remove 2 trees at the Bryan Drive Booster Station was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
H. Approve YAB Club Request to waive Park Fees for Movie Night (ACTION) -Motion to waive the park fees for the YAB Club movie night was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Glenn Hibbs.  Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.

I. Approve Contract for Keller Associates on Bryan Drive Booster Station (ACTION) – Motion to approve to the contract for the Bryan Drive Booster Station was made by Council President Paul Schlader and was seconded by Councilmember Bob West. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
J. Approve City of Kamiah Resolution 2016-1 (ACTION) – Motion to move into Executive Session pursuant to Idaho Code 74-206 (1)(b) at 6:23 pm was made by Council President Paul Schlader and seconded by Councilmember Bob West. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.

K. Motion to exit Executive Session at 7:33 pm was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
L. Re-entered Regular Council meeting at 7:34 pm. Mayor Betty Heater stated the Resolution 2016-1 will remain as is. She stated Mike Boyer will supervise the EMS and Dan Musgrave will supervise the fire department. She stated Dan Musgrave and Mike Boyer will work together to bring the community back together. Mayor Betty Heater stated the public comments have been waived for tonight’s meeting.
