Approve Agenda (Action): Motion to approve the agenda was made by Council President Paul Schlader and seconded by Councilmember Bob West. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye and Bob West aye. 

Approve Minutes from Regular City Council Meeting on April 10, 2019 (Action) - Motion to approve the minutes from the 04/10/19 meeting was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye and Bob West aye.
Follow up/ Discussion agenda items: 
A. Discuss gaps and needs analysis on water billing- Mayor Betty Heater reported the maintenance department conducted the audit process during the April meter reads. She stated the office staff along with Gary Sievers from Idaho Rural Water Association met on 04/17/19 and the city will be conducting a water study. 
B. Update on AT&T – Councilmember Bob West stated he received an email from Diego Hernandez from AT&T on 4/11/19 stating they will be moving to another candidate.  
C. Update on Bryan Drive –Council President Paul Schlader stated he had met with Chris Clark, office staff, and maintenance crew and the city will need to complete a water study on the residences involved with the project to begin the project’s design plan.   
D. Update on St. Mary’s Clinic- Councilmember Bob West stated he has spoken with Matt Polumsky on 4/17/19 at St. Mary’s and they are currently waiting for the Health approval to be approved prior to sending the payment for the building permit fees. He stated St. Mary’s should have that approval by the end of the week. 
E. Update on Kamiah Gun Club- Stephanie Dyche the contract has been signed by all parties and a copy was provided to Terry Williams on 4/24/19.   
F. Update on City Website – on-going. No updates to provide. 
G. Update on Sidewalks – Mayor Betty Heater stated Councilmember Glenn Hibbs has requested to complete the review of the sidewalks to complete Phase II. She stated she will be scheduling this meeting as soon as schedules permit. 
H. Update on Ambulance Repairs – Mayor Betty Heater stated Attorney Alison Brandt has sent the letter to Ford Motor Company. Mayor Betty Heater stated the attorney has not received a response from Ford regarding the letter sent.  
I. Update on City at will Policy – Mayor Betty Heater stated the city council members have requested a couple of weeks for further review at the workshop this afternoon. 
J. Discuss RV fees and length of stay policy for RV spaces at city park- Mayor Betty Heater stated the council members are waiting for a draft ordinance from the attorney, Alison Brandt. L. Update from EMS Supervisor, Mike Boyer- Mayor Betty Heater stated Mike Boyer is currently out of town on vacation. Mayor Betty Heater stated the ambulance had their annual inspection this past week and passed. Mayor Betty Heater stated Mike Boyer has also passed all but one of his ICS certifications since the last meeting. The council members praised Mike Boyer for his endeavors to get his certificates and his service to the city. 
M. Update from Fire Chief, Dan Musgrave- Dan stated he had nothing to new report. He stated things are going well.  
N. Update from KYRA, Dan Millward - Dan stated he did not have a chance to get an update. He stated things are going well.
O. Update from Maintenance Supervisor, Mike Stanton- Mike stated the council has his report in their packets. He stated he worked with Tony at Debco to get the pipe and flans fittings to repair the lower pipes that were causing issues. He stated he has been monitoring the volume of product being dumped in the old lagoon. He stated Debco has delivered some beautiful fill dirt to the site to level that out when they are finished. Councilmember Paul Schlader requested Mike let him know when he is ready to seed that as he may have a resource for a donation.
