Mayor Heater called meeting to order at 6:00 PM

Pledge of Allegiance
Approve Agenda (Action): Motion to approve the agenda was made by Councilmember Glenn Hibbs and seconded by Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye. 

Approve Minutes from Regular City Council Meeting on April 24, 2019 (Action) - Motion to approve the minutes from the 4/24/19 meeting was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Bob West. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
Follow up/ Discussion agenda items: 
A. Discuss gaps and needs analysis on water billing- Mayor Betty Heater stated she did not have any further updates to provide. Councilmember Dan Millward stated the city of Kamiah will complete the water study. 
B. Update on Bryan Drive –Mayor Betty Heater stated she spoke with Chris Clark this week as the meet and greet with Larry Rupp had to be rescheduled due to conflicts with city staff schedules. Mayor Betty Heater stated Chris will email the council any and all updates on the project monthly.    
C. Update on St. Mary’s Clinic- Councilmember Bob West stated he had received an email stating the project approval meeting will be on May 6, 2019 with Ascencia Health. He stated once the clinic has received final approval, they will be releasing the funds for the building permit. Mike Stanton requested further communication with St. Mary’s Clinic regarding the request from the city council to vacate the existing water lines and connect to Idaho Street. He stated the city water was shut off today due to the contractor hitting one of these lines and caused a leak. Councilmember Bob West stated he will contact St. Mary’s for further discussion. 
1. Action Items:

a. Councilmember Bob West will contact St. Mary’s to follow up on the plans to vacate the existing water lines.  
D. Update on Sidewalks – Mayor Betty Heater she met with Mike Stanton and Councilmember Glenn Hibbs to review the sidewalks on 5/7/19. She stated they identified the sidewalks in need of repair. She stated the majority of them are between 4th and 10th Streets as well as Idaho Street. Mayor Betty Heater stated she will reach out to Keltic Engineering to discuss the next steps required to get the projects going with regard to grants and funding. Mayor Heater stated this may be a project that can be completed with the funds received in the parks and pool funds.  She stated the ADA crossings have been identified as well. 
1. Action Items:

a. Mayor Betty Heater will contact Keltic Engineering to discuss sidewalk project grants and funding. 
E. Update on Ambulance Repairs – Mayor Betty Heater she does not have any further updates to provide. Alison Brandt verified she has not heard anything from Ford Motor Company regarding the letter that was sent. Councilmember Dan Millward requested to keep this discussion as an ongoing agenda item due to the amount of the repairs. 
F. Update on City at will Policy – The city council requested to schedule a workshop for further discussion. Stephanie stated she will schedule a workshop for 5/22/19 between 5:00 and 6:00 pm for further discussion.
1. Action Item
a. Stephanie will schedule a workshop for 5/22/19 from 5-6 pm to discuss city at will policy.  
G. Discuss RV fees and length of stay policy for RV spaces at city park- Mayor Betty Heater requested feedback from Alison Brandt regarding this matter. Alison Brandt shared her concerns with the guidelines the city council would like to set for the ordinance. Stuart Bryant and Mike Stanton shared their concerns with regard to payments, tracking length of stay, enforcement of the ordinance. The city council requested to discuss with Sheriff Davis and invite him to the workshop on May 22, 2019.  
H. Discuss Airport Items- Councilmember Dan Millward stated he has been in contact with the airport members and there are some things that need to be repaired. He stated he spoke with George Hunt and they would like to get the hangar doors and siding repaired on the corrugated building. Councilmember Dan Millward stated the airport members would also like to expand the taxi way as well. Councilmember Paul Schlader stated he spoken with Brad Higgins regarding the hay crop he planted and he would like to harvest the crop and he would be willing to give the land back to city to expand the taxi way. Councilmember Bob West stated he would like to review the city contracts between the airport members. Councilmember Dan Millward requested Mike Stanton get an estimate for the repairs that need to be completed. Mike Stanton requested to know the amount in the budget for the repairs to be completed. 
1. Action Items:

a. Mike Stanton will get an estimate on the repairs for the hangar doors and siding.

b. Stephanie will communicate the amount in the airport budget for the repairs. 

I. Update on NIMS Compliant – Bob West – Councilmember Bob West complimented Mike Boyer for his efforts to get all his certifications completed in a timely manner. He stated he will need to complete ICS -300 when a class becomes available. Councilmember Bob West reminded Mayor Heater to complete ICS-100, 200,700,800. He stated Stephanie Dyche, Lacey Ash as well as all responders will need to complete ICS-100 and ICS-200. Mayor Betty Heater reported she has started her classes. 
J. Discuss City of Kamiah Infrastructure – Bob West - Councilmember Bob West stated he met with Mike Stanton and the architecture for the new Forest Service Building. He stated upon this discussion, it would be beneficial to the city of Kamiah to map out the locations of all the water and sewer lines within the city. Mike Stanton requested Bob West contact the Forest Service to let them know they located their lines today. Stuart Bryant stated he has the program on his computer and would be willing to work on it. He stated it would take him approximately a year to complete it. He stated this program would allow the maintenance crew to use their cell phones or GPS to read these locations into the computer. Council President Paul Schlader requested Stu to continue to look into the costs of modifying the water meters to better assist the city in the billing system. 
K. Discuss completion of Storm Drain off – Dan Millward – Councilmember Dan Millward discussed the completion of the storm drain run off project. Mike Stanton stated in order to begin the city will need to get utility easements from the landowners. Councilmember Dan Millward stated he will work with Mike Stanton to get the property owners names for Alison to contact with regard to the easements. 
1. Action Items:

a. Dan Millward will work with Mike Stanton to get the property owners names for Alison to get easement permission for the storm drain run off.
Action Items: 
A. Approve monthly and interim bills- (ACTION)- Motion to approve the monthly and interim bills was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Bob West. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
B. Approve monthly financial reports – (ACTION) Motion to approve the monthly financial report was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
C. Discuss land description for Kamiah Gun Club – (ACTION)- Terry Williams requested approval from the City Council to allow the gun club to develop a drop zone. He stated he would also like to modify the contract with regard to the address and adding the drop zone language. Motion to develop a drop zone was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote: Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
1. Action Items 
a. Mike Stanton will work with Terry Williams to develop the drop zone area for the gun club. 
b. Stephanie will provide Alison Brandt with the drop zone language for the contract modifications. 
D. Discuss/ Approve Process for Building permits- (ACTION) Councilmember Bob West stated all building permits will be scanned and emailed to the city council members for review and approval prior to being handed over to the building inspector. Councilmember Bob West stated the building inspector will only be looking at setbacks and codes. Councilmember Bob West stated Jim Yeoman will be out of the office for a couple weeks due to complications with his surgery. The motion to approve the process for building permits was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
E. Discuss/ Approve Electrical issues for RV spaces in the park- (ACTION) – Mayor Betty Heater tabled this discussion until after the 5/22/19 meeting. 
F. Approve costs to repair pipes for truck fill station $ 775.00– (ACTION) Motion to approve the costs for repair pipes for truck fill station was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Bob West. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
G. Approve repairs for backup lift station pump – (ACTION) Motion to approve the backup lift station pump was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Bob West.  Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
H. Approve upgrades for City Hall computers $1000.00 –(ACTION) Motion to approve the upgrades for the city hall computers was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
I. Approve Process for Public Comments at meetings- (ACTION) Councilmember Bob West stated the city council would like to only have public comments when addressing specific items on the agenda. He stated the council would like the Mayor to address the individual requesting to speak, have the individual state their name and address. He stated the city council would like to remove general public comments from the agenda.  Motion to approve the process for public comments was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
J. Discuss/Approve PRIMA Spring Training - $50.00 (ACTION) – Stephanie stated this is the handout in the packet that Alison Brandt shared with the council members. The city council members stated that due to conflicting work schedules they will not be available to attend this training. The city council agreed to pay Alison the hourly contracted rate for attending the training and to invite her to share the information with them at a later date. Motion was made to pay Alison Brandt her contracted hourly rate for training attendance was made by Councilmember Bob West and was seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
K. Discuss/ Approve RCDI Training- Mayor Betty Heater tabled this discussion. 
L. Approve to waive park fees for the 3 Rivers Amateur Radio Club 6/21/19-6/23/19- (ACTION) Motion to waive the park fees for the 3 Rivers Amateur Radio Club was made by Council President Paul Schlader and was seconded by Councilmember Bob West. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.

M. Reading of Resolution 2019-1-(ACTION) Approved 3/13/19 Council Meeting- Mayor Betty Heater read the Resolution 2019-1 that was approved at the March 13, 2019 city council meeting. Motion to approve the reading of Resolution 2019-1 was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
N. Approve Building permit for 712 Hill Street- (ACTION)- Motion to approve the building permit for 712 Hill Street was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Glenn Hibbs. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
O. Approve Building permit for 517 Bryan Drive (ACTION) – Motion to approve the building permit for 517 Bryan Drive was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Bob West pending the setbacks are up to code. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
P. Approve the cost for the chlorine feed pump repairs on 4/25/19- $1407.00 (ACTION) – Motion to approve the chlorine feed pump that was approved via email 4/25/19 was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
Q. Approve the cost for the pump repairs for water plant EMERGENCY –(ACTION) Stu Bryant stated he would like to hire KME to pull the pump to get it repaired as he is getting a code error on the panel. He stated the quote from KME was approximately 325.00 to come and pull it. Stu recommended purchasing a new pump and using the current one as a backup. He stated it will cost approximately $12,000.00 to $15,000.00 to purchase a new pump. Motion to approve the hire of KME to pull the pump for repairs was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.
