Discussion Items:
A. Update on COVID-19-City Attorney Dan Chadwick- Attorney Dan Chadwick stated the Governor will be conducting an update on 5-14-20 and encouraged the mayor and council to listen. He stated there is not an estimated time on when things will return to normal, however; phase 2 for re-opening businesses will begin Friday. City Attorney Chadwick encouraged everyone to continue social distancing, use face masks and hand sanitizer. 
B. Update to Kamiah Car Show- Lee Bird (ACTION) – Lee Bird requested feedback from the mayor and council regarding the car show that was initially scheduled for July 11,2020. He stated he has been unable to advertise or speak to local businesses due to COVID and is unsure how many will attend. The council stated they would like to move forward with the car show on July 11,2020. 
C. Update on Swimming Pool – Mayor Heater- Mayor Betty Heater stated the original RFP that was published with a deadline of April 15, 2020 for the swimming pool repairs did not get any documents submitted. She stated the clerk has reached out to the initial agencies that requested packets and informed them that the city will be extending the RFP deadline to May 20,2020 at 4:00 pm. Mayor Heater stated she has established a 5 member team to review the packets and make a selection. She stated the team will consist with her, Councilmember Genese Simler and 3 members from the UCCF.
She stated CEDA submitted a grant application for $100,000.00 to the AVISTA Foundation and will know the results sometime in July. She stated CEDA has also submitted a grant application to the Laura Moore Cunningham Foundation for approximately $35,000.00 and will know more on the results in the fall.  
D. Update on WWTP Facility Update Plan- Mayor Heater- Mayor Betty Heater stated the councilmembers were provided an update in their packets regarding the status of the Update Plan. City Clerk, Stephanie Dyche stated the initial preliminary schedule was for the City to have a Public Hearing on 5-13-20 and Council Selection of Alternatives on 5-27-20, however; due to COVID and social distancing the preliminary schedule will need to be modified. She stated she reached out to Mountain Waterworks to get alternatives dates but has not heard back from them. 
E. Discuss BBQ Pit Repairs (ACTION) – Council President Dan Millward provided a sketch for the mayor and council with the recent obstacles that have risen since the workshop last week. He stated he has been looking into the costs of metal gazebos to install to get the BBQ area  up and going. Motion to approve the costs of $6,000.00 for the purchase of the gazebos with a deadline of July 1, 2020 was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Council President Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye.
Councilmember Stephen Rowe requested Council President Dan Millward speak to Jacobs Lumber and he will speak to Ace Hardware to see if the gazebos can be ordered through them to keep the money in Kamiah.  
Action Items 
A. Discuss/Approve City Hall Reopening/ Restrictions (ACTION) – The mayor and council agreed to re-open City Hall effective May 18, 2020 during regularly scheduled hours. Mayor Betty Heater stated she will allow 2 customers at the counter at a time and all customers will need to wear masks. She requested the clerk to place a large bottle of hand sanitizer on the counter. Attorney Chadwick stated there is no action needed for this discussion. 
B. Discuss/ Approve Phone Options (ACTION) – Chief, Dan Musgrave- Chief Musgrave stated he had spoken to Clear Connect (IT Provider) and discussed options for VOIP phones. He stated the clerk has provided them with the bids he received as well as the current costs through CenturyLink. Clerk, Stephanie Dyche stated there will be a disconnection fee of 300.00 per line, however the bill will decrease monthly by 50%. Councilmember Stephen Rowe requested the Chief to contact Clear Connect to inquire the options for a locked in rate for 3-5 years prior to committing to the change in providers.   Motion to approve the bid for VOIP phone costs pending rate increase information and to allow the Rural Fire Department connection was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Dan Millward aye, Stephen Rowe aye. 
C. Discuss/Approve Quote from III-A (ACTION) – Amy Manning from III-A attended the meeting via conference call and provided the mayor and council with the benefit package with the III-A versus the current carrier. Motion to approve the quote from the III-A for medical coverage only until the current Delta Dental and VSP contracts come up for renewal was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye.
D. Discuss/Approve Joint Powers Agreement/ Participation Agreement for III-A (ACTION) – Motion to approve the Joint Powers and Participation Agreements with the III-A was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye.
E. Discuss/ Approve bid for $4169.00 for WWTP pump repairs (ACTION) – Motion to approve the cost of $4169.00 for the pump repairs at the WWTP was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye.
F. Discuss/ Approve water bill write off for 816 Nickel (ACTION) - Motion to write off the water bill at 816 Nickel Street was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye.

G. Discuss/ Approve 1st Reading for Animal Ordinance (ACTION) – Mayor Heater provided the 1st reading of the drafted animal ordinance 2020-01. She stated the City Council conducted a workshop on 5-6-20 to address the current animal control issues within city limits. She stated there will be an increase in fines as well as license fees. She stated the council will schedule a Public Hearing for public comment when the COVID restrictions are lessened. Motion to introduce ordinance 2020-01 was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye. 
H. Discuss/Approve Mobile Skate Park for Dupont Park (ACTION) – Mayor Heater stated she was asked by a few kids in the community if they could use the concrete pad at Dupont Park to ride skateboards and they would remove their ramp when they are finished. The council discussed the liability involved and requested the mayor to reach out to ICRMP as well as YAB to see if they would be interested with this request as well for oversight. The council declined action on this discussion until ICRMP could provide the liability information.
