Approve Amended Agenda (Action): Motion to approve the amended agenda was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Dan Millward aye Stephen Rowe aye.
Approve Consent Agenda Items (Action): Motion to approve the listed items below on the consent agenda with the removal of the approval of clerk surety bonds was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Dan Millward aye Stephen Rowe aye.
A. Approve Minutes from the Regular City Council Meeting 06-10-20 (ACTION)
B. Approve Payment to Jim Yoeman for Lawyer’s Creek Berm Inspection -$100.00 (ACTION) 
Discussion/Action Items:
A. Discuss Music Festival in the Park- July 19,2020 (ACTION) – Brent Teets addressed the council to request options for starting community music festivals in the park. He stated he would like to try a trial run on July 19,2020. He stated these festivals will be family oriented and would like to not have alcohol at the events. He stated he would like to have a donation of $8.00 per adult and children under the age of 12 will be free. Mayor Betty Heater requested the council to waive the park fees for the event and to grant Brent the authorization to proceed. Motion to use the park and waive the fees was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Dan Millward aye Stephen Rowe aye.

B. Meet and Greet with Joe Cladouhos- Mayor Betty Heater stated Joe was not in attendance and will be attending the July 22,2020 meeting. 
C. Discuss Ordinances 17.08.10,17.10.10 and 17.12.020 (ACTION) – Lisa Jenner (ACTION) -Lisa Jenner addressed the council and mayor regarding the above ordinances and the concerns she has for the community. She stated there are currently 47 homes that were grandfathered in when the ordinances were implemented, however; during a recent home transaction, it was determined that with the current ordinances these homes cannot be rebuilt in a C-1 zone. Council President Dan Millward thanked Lisa Jenner for bringing her concerns to the council and they will get this issue resolved in a timely manner. City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated this type of modification to the ordinance will require a public hearing as well as review and modification to the City of Kamiah Comprehensive Plan. No action was needed at this time. 
D. Update on Lewis County Sheriff Contract for FY20-21 – Sheriff Davis (ACTION) – Sheriff Davis addressed the council with 3 contract options for law enforcement coverage for FY20-21. He stated there was a significant increase due to the increase in employee benefits. Council President Dan Millward requested a couple of weeks for the council to review the proposals prior to voting. 
E. Discuss Car Show Questions – Mayor Betty Heater (ACTION) – Mayor Heater requested feedback from the council regarding questions Lee Bird has for the car show. The council requested Lee contact the maintenance crew with the coordinating the street closures and he will need to work with Lewis County regarding vehicles parked in the restricted parking areas for the car show. No action was taken. 
F. Discuss/Approve Phone Purchase for EMT Staff $1218.99 (ACTION) – Motion to approve the costs of $1218.99 to replace an EMT’s phone was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Dan Millward aye Stephen Rowe aye.

G. Discuss/Approve Water Supply to airport hangers – (ACTION) – Councilmember Stephen Rowe stated he had been approached by Josh Michna and he would like to run a water line from the pump house to the hangars and install a frost free spicket. He stated this will assist him with purchasing insurance as well as allow pilots to use the water to wash planes. He stated Josh has offered to purchase all the supplies and complete the project. Motion to approve Josh to install the water lines and install frost free spicket was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Dan Millward aye Stephen Rowe aye.

H. Update on South Peach Water leak – Mayor Betty Heater – Mayor Heater informed the council on the water leak that was discovered last Thursday evening on South Peach Street. She stated there will be additional costs for the repairs that will require their approval, however; she wanted to inform them of the current status. 
I. Re-discuss street sweeper purchase (ACTION) – No discussion. 
Public Comments – Mayor Betty Heater turned the meeting over to Joni Kelley for her public comment request. 

Joni Kelley addressed the mayor and council on behalf of the EMS staff and their desire to have a vote and voice in the decisions within their department. 
Mayor Betty Heater provided the council and community with a letter to share her feelings regarding the perceptions within the city.
