Mayor Heater called meeting to order at 6:00 PM

Pledge of Allegiance
Approve Agenda (Action): Motion to approve the agenda was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.
Approve Minutes from Regular City Council Meeting on July 10, 2019. (Action) - Motion to approve the minutes from the 07/10/19 meeting was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Glenn Hibbs. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.

Follow up/ Discussion agenda items: 
A. Discuss gaps and needs analysis on water billing- Mayor Betty Heater reported the gaps and needs analysis has been completed and a public hearing will be held on 8/14/19.  
B. Update on Bryan Drive –Mayor Betty Heater stated the update from Chris Clark (Keller Associates) was included in their packets. Justin Lycan reported the maintenance crew pressure tested the lines above the Booster Station this past week. He stated he has provided Chris Clark the results of the tests. 
C. Update on Sidewalks – Mayor Betty Heater stated she contacted Ken Helm on 7-3-19 with IDT and will be working with them this fall to request the grant dollars to complete the sidewalks. 
D. Update on Ambulance Repairs – Mayor Heater stated Alison Brandt had received a response letter from Ford Motor Company with regard to the ambulance repairs. Councilmember Bob West requested further action be taken with Ford Motor Company upon hire of new city attorney. 
E. Update on City at will Policy – Mayor Betty Heater stated this is an ongoing agenda item and will be the council members next workshop to get this addressed. 
F. Discuss Airport Items- Dan Millward stated he did not receive the requested monthly report from the airport staff. Stephanie stated the airport will not qualify for grants due to the status of the airport. 
G. Update on Gun Club – Stephanie Dyche stated this is an ongoing agenda item until Debco has leveled the fill dirt.  
H. Update from the airport, Dan Millward – see above discussion. 

I. Update from the Ambulance Supervisor, Mike Boyer – Mike stated his report was included in the councilmember’s packets. He stated the ambulance crew has responded to 20 more calls this month than the current month last year. He stated he is waiting to hear whether they will be hosting the Infection Control Class as they may not have enough registrations to offer it at this time. 
J. Update from the Fire Chief, Dan Musgrave – Dan Musgrave stated the fire department is conducting business as necessary. He stated that Chris Wilkins will be working on the parking lot at the Fire Station this next week. 
K. Update from KYRA, Dan Millward – Dan Millward stated KYRA is doing well and is hosting a summer football camp. He stated they have had several helmets reconditioned and getting new equipment and will be starting Football August 20th. 
L. Update from Maintenance Supervisor, Mike Stanton- Bob West stated he is working with FEMA to get funding for new grass for the city park. He requested the quote from Chris Wilkins as well as the costs for debris cleanup. Justin Lycan provided the maintenance update for Mike Stanton. He reported that the chip seal project was completed early as Kidder Harris Highway District had completed a scheduled project early and wanted to schedule the Kamiah project earlier than originally planned. He stated the crew did not have adequate notice to crack seal prior to the chip seal, however; he has sprayed the weeds twice this year as well as cleaned them out with a weed burner.  He requested if the council members are wanting to purchase the city their own equipment, to please research the quality prior to the purchase. Bob West stated he would like a project calendar created to ensure all project are scheduled adequately. He stated he has contacted the West Coast Camas Transportation Group to see if Kamiah can get into their group program to assist with getting the streets repaired. Bob West stated he has contacted Joe Foresman and he is going to take the request to the board.  
M. Update from the P & Z Coordinator, Joy Perkins – Joy provided the city council with the p & z report in their packets. The city council members requested the P & Z Coordinator send letters to the residents that are creating a fire/danger.
