Approve Agenda (Action): Motion to approve the agenda was made by Councilmember Glenn Hibbs and was seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.

I. Approve Joint Powers Agreement for Fire Department  
Action Items 
A. Discuss/ Approve Memorial Bench for Spencer Flerchinger-(ACTION) Janine Wilson requested permission from the council regarding the placement of a memorial bench in front of the YAB Office. She stated the bench will be powder coated and will be maintained by the YAB staff. The motion to approve the memorial bench for Spencer Flerchinger was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Glenn Hibbs. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.

B. Approve waiver of fees for Kamiah resident water bill (ACTION) – Stephanie stated the information was in their packets. Councilmember Bob West stated he would like to attach a lien on the property for the remainder of the balance owed. Councilmember Bob West requested Stephanie contact legal counsel and report at the following meeting. The councilmembers tabled the discussion until further communication with city attorney. Motion to table was made by Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Bob West. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.
C. Approve Command Center for Fire Chief’s truck $3500.00– (ACTION) – Fire Chief Dan Musgrave stated the cost would be split between the City Fire Department and the Rural Fire Department. Motion to approve the purchase of command center for the fire chief’s truck was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Bob West.  Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.
D. Approve Kamiah Animals in Park Ordinance ACTION) – 
a. Motion to approve the first reading of the Kamiah Animals in Park Ordinance by title only was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.
b. Motion to waive the second and third reading of the Kamiah Animals in Park Ordinance was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.

c. Motion to approve the Kamiah Animals in Park Ordinance was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.

E. Approve Addition of PRV’s to Bryan Drive Booster Station (ACTION) – Motion to approve the cost of $7500.00 for the addition of pressure reducing valves for residences in the Bryan Drive Booster Station project was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Glenn Hibbs. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.

F. Discuss/Approve the quote from Lochsa Electric for the new IT/ Camera System $1723.00 (ACTION) –Motion to approve Lochsa Electric’s bid for the cost of $1723.00 for the new IT/Camera System was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Councilmember Glenn Hibbs as this is the only bid that was submitted. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.

G. Discuss/ Approve Lochsa Electric Quote for upgrade of electrical panel (ACTION) – Stephanie stated at the time the agenda was completed and posted only one bid had been submitted. She stated a new bid was submitted today and was in the councilmember packets for review. Motion to approve Pinnacle Power and Electric as the lowest bidder for the upgrade of the electrical panel was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Bob West. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.

H. Discuss/ Approve Anderson Construction for Fire Safe Room (ACTION) – Stephanie stated at the time the agenda was completed and posted only one contractor of the 3 contacted had come to complete the bid process. She stated a new bid was completed and turned into her today and both bids were in the councilmember packets for review. Motion to hire Dickson Construction to build the Fire Safe Room as the lowest bidder was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.
I. Discuss/Approve Repairs to the Amphitheatre/BBQ area/ Fire Memorial (ACTION)- Stephanie stated there was a bid and photo in their packet regarding BBQ area repairs. She stated Dickson Construction came in and discussed the Amphitheatre repairs, however; he did not provide a picture or bid for the Amphitheatre or the memorial for the 2015 fires. The council requested to table the discussion on the Amphitheatre and fire memorial until bids can be submitted. Motion to approve Dickson Construction for the $14,000.00 for the BBQ area repairs was made Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.

J. Discuss/Approve costs for audit modifications to City of Kamiah books $7200.00 (ACTION) – Stephanie stated she had contacted Goffinet and Clack, Joe Foresman and Presnell Gage to get pricing and availability for reconciliation of the Kamiah books. She stated Presnell Gage was the only firm that currently has the time and resources. She stated there is a quote in the packets for review. Motion to hire Presnell and Gage to come and reconcile the accounts was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Bob West. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.

K. Discuss/Approve Variance Request from 1:00 am to 12:00 am (ACTION) - Mayor Betty Heater stated she met with Sheriff Davis and he recommended that the council modify the time on the variance from 1:00 am to 12:00 am as previously approved due to state statute of disturbing the peace. Motion to modify the variance permit from 1:00 am to 12:00 am was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Councilmember Glenn Hibbs. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.

L. Approval to send 2006 Ambulance out to bid (ACTION) – Councilmember Bob West stated he had spoken with Sheriff Davis and the county currently does not have the budget. Motion to send the ambulance to the auction was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Glenn Hibbs. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.

Follow up/ Discussion agenda items: 
A. Update on Bryan Drive –Mayor Betty Heater stated the update from Chris Clark is in the councilmember packets for review. She stated the fire chief worked with the maintenance department to complete the flow tests for the Engineering firm this past week. Dan Musgrave stated the pressure tests confirmed they are getting 500 gallons per minute. 
B. Update on Sidewalks – Mayor Betty Heater stated she did not have any updates at this time. 

C. Update on Ambulance Repairs –Mayor Betty Heater stated this is an on-going agenda item. 
D. Update on City at will Policy – Mayor Betty Heater stated this is an on-going agenda item and is looking forward to the final draft from Michele Chadwick. 
E. Update on Gun Club – Mayor Betty Heater stated there are currently not any updates at this time. 
F. Discuss Future NPDES Permits-Mike Stanton – Mike stated the letter from the City of Nez Perce is included in the packets. He stated the City of Kamiah could possibly have the same issues regarding NPDES permits. Mike stated he will work with Ryan Rheder to have the language added into the Facility Update Plan for the WWTP. 
G. Discuss MHMP Storm Water Drain Project – Bob West – Councilmember Bob West stated this is part of the drafted Multi Hazard Mitigation Plan for the County. He stated he has scheduled the first team meeting and has requested Mayor Betty Heater, Dan Musgrave, Dave Hasz and Mike Stanton to attend on 9-4-19 at City Hall at 4:00 pm. 
H. Update on the Airport -Dan Millward – Councilmember Dan Millward provided the councilmembers with the update on the work that the aero club has been doing at the airport. He stated there has been several contractors in the area donating materials and labor to enhance the public  pilot’s room. He stated the airport would like to request an air conditioner (12,000 BTU), electric wall heater and possibly a few cabinets to finish the project. Councilmember Bob West stated he would like to review the revenue prior to approving these requests and will need to wait until the next meeting as this is not an action item on the agenda. 
I. Update from EMS Supervisor, Mike Boyer- Mayor Betty Heater stated Mike is unable to attend this meeting due to a conflicting training schedule. She stated his EMS report is their packets for review.

J. Update from Fire Chief, Dan Musgrave- Dan Musgrave stated the fire department responded to 1 fire this month that was started from a cigarette. He stated they were able to get it out quickly. Dan thanked the maintenance crew with their assistance with the flow tests. He recommended Keller place a pressure relief valve to protect the residents and the city.  
K. Update on KYRA- Dan Millward- Councilmember Dan Millward stated KYRA will be starting the fall football season. He stated he did not receive a report on how many children have signed up. 

L. Update from Maintenance Supervisor, Mike Stanton- Mike stated his report in the councilmember’s packets. He stated the hours Justin spent on crack sealing is in the report. He suggested researching better equipment so that the maintenance crew can better utilize time. 

M. Update from Mayor Betty Heater- Mayor Betty Heater stated she will be attending a class in Lewiston on November 7, 2019 regarding supervision of staff. She stated she has met with the maintenance crew to set goals and develop a better communicative process for ensuring all staff are on the same page. She stated this will be a monthly meeting she will have with them.
