Approve Agenda (Action): Motion to approve the agenda was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Council President Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.

Discussion/Action Items:
A. Discuss/Approve request to renew the basketball court in Dupont Park- Cloud Guffey (ACTION) – Cloud Guffey requested authorization from the mayor and council to renew the basketball courts in Dupont Park by the city pool as an Eagle Scout project. Council President Dan Millward stated the city will purchase the materials for the renewal. He stated he plans to replace the nets with the chain link nets and provide the kids in the community with alternatives for activities. The council requested he work with Mike Stanton to communicate his needs for getting this done. Council President Dan Millward requested Mike Stanton take the bobcat down there and sweep up all the debris on the court. Motion to approve Cloud Guffey to renew the basketball court in Dupont Park was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe.  Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.
B. Discuss/ Approve request for community cleanup for the elderly residents – Scott Wahl (ACTION) Scott Wahl addressed the mayor and council regarding the need in the community for assistance to the elderly residents with lawn care and small maintenance projects. He stated he had started a handyman business and was inundated with the amount of calls he received. He stated he loves this community and wanted to bring this need to the awareness of the mayor and councilmembers. No action needed.   
C. Discuss/ Approve request for 2nd Annual Car Show- Lee Bird (ACTION) – Mayor Betty Heater stated Lee Bird was not at the meeting, however; he would like to request the mayor and council to authorize a 2nd Annual Car Show on 7-10-21. Motion to authorize Lee Bird to have a 2nd Annual Car Show was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye. 
D. Discuss/ Approve Professional Services Contract for Kamiah Water Project – Dodd Snodgrass (ACTION) – Dodd Snodgrass stated the Bryan Drive Booster Station is a high priority for the City of Kamiah at this point. He stated the engineering work was completed by Keller and Associates for recommendations. He stated this contract would allow for CEDA to apply for a block grant to pair with city resources to get the project completed. He stated the project amount was $600,000.00 and therefore, he would be completing the grant application for approximately $250,000.00 to $270,000.00 to assist in getting this project completed. He stated he will be working with the engineering firm to get this going. Motion to approve the Professional Services Contract for the Kamiah Water Project was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Council President Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.
E. Discuss/ Approve Amended Pool CBDG Grant Contract from Commerce- Dodd Snodgrass (ACTION) – Dodd Snodgrass stated the pool project has a lot of momentum and the city has a couple of action items tonight. He stated the UCCF was approved for the Laura Moore Cunningham Foundation for a $25,000.00 grant for safety equipment. Dodd stated the initial amount awarded for the pool was $150,000.00, however; the maximum award amount was changed to $225,000.00. He stated another city did not complete their project and has donated an additional $75,000.00 to the City of Kamiah. He stated he has a modified contract for the mayor and council to approve with the modified budget for the completion of the project. Councilmember Genese Simler requested feedback regarding the date of completion of the pool. Dodd verified that the hope is that the pool will be up and running by next spring. Motion to approve the amended pool CBDG Grant Contract was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.
F. Discuss/Approve amended CEDA Grant Contract for pool – Dodd Snodgrass (ACTION) – Dodd Snodgrass stated the grant administration contract has been amended as the amount due to CEDA has been changed. Motion to approve the amended CEDA grant contract was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Council Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.
G. Discuss/ Approve Idaho Stage Contract – (ACTION) – Craig Roark stated he has tried to make this as simple as possible given the complicated circumstances regarding this project. He stated since the pool project has not been completely designed yet, trying to get some work done this fall with a completion done next summer is going to be interesting. He stated Redgy will be completing the design and he will be working with the city to get this completed. He stated he will submit a modified contract if there are changes. He stated they will be beginning the demolition as soon as possible. Craig stated he will be working with KJ Design to ensure the pool is correctly winterized to ensure no further damage. Motion to approve the contract was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.
H. Discuss/Approve Redgy Erb (ACTION) – Redgy Erb (RER Architecture) stated he was awarded the pool design project upon the submission of his Request for Proposal.  He stated he has been working with the mayor to complete a draft contract for the mayor and council approval. Motion to approve the contract for Redgy Erb was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Council President Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.
I. Discuss/ Approve Presentation for Implementation of Dog Park – Scott & Bree Knuteson (ACTION) – Scott and Bree Knuteson presented the mayor and council with a draft proposal for the implementation for a dog park. He stated the dog park would be located at Dupont Park adjacent to the basketball courts and provide a safe environment for residents and dog owners in the community. They believe this would also assist with the dog issues within the city limits. He stated there will be 3 areas for the dogs to run. He stated they would like to implement a monument at the dog park for the 2015 fires as well as a Veterans Memorial for both present and past veterans. He stated this would be a chained area to alleviate any chances for vandalism.  Bree stated there has been a huge outreach in the community for residents that would like to donate the money, equipment, and supplies needed to get this going. He stated he has discussed this project with IDOC, and the inmates are willing to donate the benches for the park as well as labor at ½ of the costs or maybe even free labor. Scott requested the mayor and council to enforce the dog license fees to assist with the hopes of this being a self-maintaining activity for the community. The mayor and council requested Scott and Bree to bring back the costs of the maintenance and repairs to the council for further review. Motion to approve the location for dog park at Dupont Park was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.
Motion to approve the dog park in concept to move forward regarding costs, budgetary and maintenance responsibilities was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye. 

Mayor Betty Heater assigned Councilmember Stephen Rowe to the liaison between Scott and the city. Councilmember Stephen Rowe requested Scott Knuteson to thank the inmate that completed the design for the dog park on behalf of the mayor and council. 

J. Discuss/ Approve Music in the Park Concert 9-26-20 – Brent Teets (ACTION) – Mayor Betty Heater stated Brent was not able to make the meeting, however; he would like to have another concert in the park on 9-26-20 from 2:00 pm until 7:00 pm as well as waiving the park fees. Motion to approve the request for a concert in the park and to waive the park and vendor fees was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.

Councilmember Stephen Rowe stated he would like to work with the mayor and councilmembers to implement an ordinance regarding vendor fees separate from the current fees for events such as this starting January 2021. 
K. Discuss/ Approve quote of $2031.00 for WWTP Blower Motor Replacement – Mike Stanton (ACTION) – Public Works Director Mike Stanton stated it would beneficial to replace the blower motor than to rebuild it. Motion to approve the cost of $2031.00 to replace the blower motor for the WWTP was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.
L. Discuss/ Approve Quote from Clear Connect for Fire Department – Genese Simler (ACTION) – Councilmember Genese Simler stated this was put on the agenda due to a miscommunication with Clear Connect and stated there is no discussion needed. 
M. Discuss/ Approve Fire/EMS Chief’s Salary- Stephanie Dyche (ACTION) – City Clerk Stephanie Dyche stated she has reached out to surrounding areas to get what other cities are paying for Fire/ EMS Chiefs. Motion to approve the Fire/ EMS Chief’s salary range between $60,000.00 to $75,000.00 DOE was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.
N. Introduction and 1st reading of Drafted Ordinance 2020-04, Fire Service Mitigation (ACTION) – Mayor Betty Heater provided the council with the introduction and 1st reading of the drafted ordinance 2020-04, Fire Services Mitigation. She stated this will require a Public Hearing prior to having the 2nd and 3rd reading as this ordinance will allow the Fire Department to bill for services. Motion to approve the introduction and 1st reading by title only was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.
O. Introduction and 1st reading of Ordinance 2020-05, Land Use Table (ACTION) – Mayor Betty Heater provided the council the introduction and 1st reading of Ordinance 2020-05, Land Use Table. She stated this ordinance will also require a Public Hearing as well. Motion to approve the introduction and 1st reading by title only was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Council President Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.

P. Introduction and 1st reading of Ordinance 2020-06, Discharge of Weapons in City Limits (ACTION) – Mayor Betty Heater introduced and completed the 1st reading of the Ordinance 2020-06, Discharge of Weapons by title only. Council President Dan Millward and Councilmember Stephen Rowe stated he would like clarification regarding whether this is a misdemeanor or felony. City Attorney Dan Chadwick clarified this is at  the prosecutor’s  discretion and to follow up with Mr. Green. City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated this Ordinance does not require a public hearing and can be approved at the next meeting. Motion to approve the introduction and 1st reading by title only was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.
Q. Discuss/ Approve Engagement Letter for Chadwick & Associates, LLC (ACTION)- Mayor Betty Heater presented the engagement letter for Chadwick & Associates to the council for approval. Motion to approve the engagement letter for Chadwick & Associates LLC for FY2020-2021 legal services were made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.

R. Discuss/ Approve CVAC Contract (ACTION) – Mayor Betty Heater presented the CVAC Contract to the council for approval. Motion to approve the CVAC Contract was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.

S. Discuss/ Approve Library Contract (ACTION) – Mayor Betty Heater presented the Library Contract to the council for approval. Council President Dan Millward requested verification of the terms of the contract. City Attorney stated it is a 5-year contract. Motion to approve the Library Contract was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.
T. Discuss Implementation of Business Licenses – Stephen Rowe – Councilmember Stephen Rowe stated he would like to table this discussion as well as the repeal of the Advertisement: Bill Posting Ordinance until the next scheduled meeting. 
Council President Dan Millward requested to have the COVID-19 Declaration placed on the next agenda as well.
