Approve Agenda (Action): Motion to approve the agenda was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.
Approve Consent Agenda Items (Action): Motion to approve the listed items below on the consent agenda as written was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.

A. Approve Minutes from the Regular City Council Meeting 09-09-20 (ACTION)
Discussion/Action Items:
A. Discuss/Approve request to have a Fall Festival in Dupont Park on 10-24-20- Tabitha Roach. (ACTION) – Tabitha Roach from the Upper Youth Alliance requested the council and mayor’s approval to have a Fall Festival in Dupont Park on 10-24-20. She stated they will be providing hot chocolate and playing games all day. She stated she has requested some local organizations to come set up booths to provide educational information to the youth that will be attending. Motion to approve the Fall Festival in Dupont Park on 10-24-20 was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler.  Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.
B. Update on Ambulance District- Ted Weeks- Ted Weeks updated the council and mayor on the progress of the formation of the ambulance district. He stated they have enough signatures to place the petition on next years ballot for election and will see what happens form there. Mayor Betty Heater thanked him for the update. 
C. Discuss/ Approve Expenditure of $1,000.00 for Lawyer’s Creek Levy Survey – Bob West (ACTION)- Bob West stated he had contacted Greg Skinner to complete a survey on the Lawyer’s Creek Levy per FEMA requirements. He stated once all the FEMA requirements are met, the city should receive 90% of all the money spent, which is $24,500.00 for the berm repairs and $1,000.00 for the survey. He stated the total reimbursement for both should be $22,950.00. Motion to approve the expenditure of $1000.00 for the Lawyer’s Creek Levy survey was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye. 
Council President Dan Millward requested that Bob West have this recorded at the courthouse. 

D. Discuss Resolution 2020-03 COVID 19- Council President Dan Millward- Council President Dan Millward requested Bob West to clarify the purpose of the Resolution 2020-03 that the city adopted during the initial Governor’s order in March. Bob West stated the adoption of this Resolution was to allow city government to establish its own health guidelines during the COVID pandemic to prevent the spread of the virus. Council President Dan Millward thanked Bob for the clarification. 
E. Discuss/ Approve CEDA as CDBG Grant Administrator for Bryan Drive Booster Station (ACTION) – Motion to approve CEDA as the grant administrator for the Bryan Drive Booster Station was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.
F. Discuss/Approve CVAC Fuel Purchase Stephanie Dyche- City Clerk Stephanie Dyche stated George Hunt has resigned as the CVAC treasurer and requested her to place this on the agenda as the majority of the pilots are using regular unleaded fuel in their planes and the council should determine if they would like to continue to purchase fuel. Council President Dan Millward requested to table this conversation until he could discuss further details with the CVAC members. 
G. Discuss/ Approve Prosecutor Contract for Adam Green – (ACTION) – Motion to approve the prosecutor contract for Adam Green was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye. 
H. Discuss/Approve write off ½ Water bill on 1208 S. Peach Street (ACTION) – Motion to approve the write off of ½ of the consumption fees for the 1208 S. Peach Street was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye. 
I. Discuss/ Approve 2nd/3rd Reading of Ordinance 2020-06- Discharge of Weapons in City Limits – (ACTION) Motion to waive the 2nd/3rd Reading of Ordinance 2020-06 was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward naye. 
J. Discuss Implementation of Business License Ordinance / Repeal of Ordinance Advertising: Bill Posting – Stephen Rowe- Councilmember Stephen Rowe stated he feels as if it would be beneficial to the city to implement a business license fee and remove the advertisement fees per sign that is in effect. He stated this would assist city hall with water billing to allow appropriate charges for businesses. Councilmember Stephen Rowe requested the clerk to schedule a workshop for further discussion. 
K. Discuss/ Approve Idaho Street Closure between 4th and 5th Street – (ACTION) Councilmember Stephen Rowe stated there was some miscommunication regarding the scheduling of the park for a wedding and a concert on 9-26-20. He stated Brent Teats may be able to move the concert out of the park and requested the closure of Idaho Street between 4th and 5th if possible. Motion to close Idaho Street between 4th and 5th Street was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Council President Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.  
L. Discuss/ Approve Parade Permit for Kamiah High School 10-9-20 (ACTION) – Motion to approve the parade permit for Kamiah High School on 10-9-20 was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye.
