Follow up/ Discussion agenda items: 

A. Update on Kamiah Car Show -Lee Bird- Lee Bird stated he had obtained signatures from the business owners and provided a copy to the City Clerk. He stated he has moved the car show from the last Saturday of July 2020 to July 11,2020 and will be attending the Kooskia City Council Meeting to communicate the changes. He stated he will continue to reach out to the Kooskia Chamber of Commerce. 
B. Update on Bryan Drive Booster Station- Mayor Betty Heater stated she is currently waiting to hear back from DEQ. 
C. Update on Sidewalks– Mayor Betty Heater stated that she will be meeting with Keltic Engineering and ITD on 10-29-19 at 1:00 pm to walk around town to evaluate the needs of the city sidewalks to complete the grant application. She stated Damon Keen will be assisting her with the grant applications. 
D. Update on Ambulance repair bill- Mayor Betty Heater stated she has no updates at this time. 
E. Update on HR/City at Will Employee Policy – Mayor Betty Heater stated this is on-going. She stated Michelle is waiting for final answers from the council to get completed. 
F. Update on Fire Memorial and Amphitheater repairs – Mayor Betty Heater stated she continues to wait to hear back from the Chamber regarding the Amphitheater repairs.  

G. Update on Airport – Stephanie stated she spoke with Danielle at the airport and ¾ of the runway lights are not working and there is an airport report in their packets. 
· Runway Lights (Action) – Councilmember Dan Millward made the motion to have an electrician provide an estimate as soon as possible to provide a quote for the repairs and seconded by Councilmember Bob West. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.
· Hanger Repairs- Mayor Betty Heater stated Keltic will be in town on 10-29-19 and will be providing a quote to the city. 
· Pilot’s Lounge- Councilmember Dan Millward made the motion to table this discussion as the report is different than originally discussed. He stated he would like to have the President Richard Hammerschlag can attend a meeting. 

H. Update from Fire/EMS – Dan Musgrave – Chief Musgrave stated the Fire Department has responded to 2 fires this month and the provided the ambulance runs for the past few years. He thanked the EMS for their hard work with 77 calls this month. He stated the EMS Supervisor job listing was posted in the Lewiston Tribune, Clearwater Progress and Idaho Department of Labor on 10-23-19. Dan stated he has posted the listing with the Fire Chief’s Association as well as the EMS website.  Dan Musgrave requested Stephanie post the 2006 Ambulance in the paper to receive bids. 
I. Update from KYRA – Dan Millward – Councilmember Dan Millward stated football season has ended and basketball will be starting. 
J. Update on Maintenance Department – Mayor Betty Heater stated Mike has provided a maintenance report in their packets for their review.

K. Update on the Nature Trail/City Park – Bob West - Councilmember Bob West has submitted the bids to FEMA and it looks like the city will be responsible for $810.00 for the Debris cleanup and $2700.00 for the Crest Drive clean up. He stated he is waiting to get the bids back from the contractor regarding the city park and the nature trail.

A. Discuss/Approve bid for cameras and cable termination (ACTION) – Mayor Betty Heater stated Jason Jesse was unable to provide the council with an estimate or attend the meeting so this agenda item will need to be tabled until the next meeting.
B. Discuss/Approve waiver for water bill at 3358 Beech Street (ACTION) – Motion to approve the waiver of fees of ½ of the consumption bill at 3358 Beech Street was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.
C. Discuss/Approve waiver for water bill at 1004 3rd Street (ACTION) - Motion to approve the waiver of fees of ½ of the consumption bill at 1004 3rd Street was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Councilmember Glen Hibbs. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye, Dan Millward aye.
D. Discuss/Approve Direct Deposit for payroll- Mayor Betty Heater stated that the council approved this last year, however; it has not been implemented. The council stated they would like it implemented. Stephanie stated she would like the supervisors to provide new voided checks to ensure the accounts are correct. 

E. Discuss/Approve RV Space for 204 Pine Street – Stephanie stated the council approved the new rate fee of $20.00 per RV space. She stated the new owners of 204 Pine Street will not be allowing RV’s in their park and would like approval from the council to be excused from the fee. Councilmember Glen Hibbs made the motion to excuse 204 Pine Street from the $20.00 RV fee and was seconded by Councilmember Bob West. F. Discuss/Approve Parking Time Limit at Post Office – (ACTION) Mayor Betty Heater discussed issues with the parking issues on Main Street for the elderly and handicapped citizens in Kamiah. The council requested Mayor Heater discuss this with the Post Office and ITD for further discussion and table until the 11-13-19 meeting.
