Follow up/ Discussion agenda items: 

A. Presentation from Idaho Wildlife Federation- Lizzy McKeag (Action) – Lizzy McKeag provided the mayor and council with the roles and responsibilities of the Idaho Wildlife Federation as well as an update on the current closure of the Salmon and Steelhead runs on the Clearwater River. She addressed the mayor and council with a letter her agency would like to have approved on behalf of the City of Kamiah regarding the loss of revenue that local businesses are experiencing due to the closure on the Clearwater River.  Motion to approve the letter of support was made by Council President Paul Schlader and seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Bob West aye, Paul Schlader aye and Glen Hibbs aye. 

B. Update on Wastewater Treatment Plant Facility Update Plan- Ryan Rheder (Action) – Ryan Rheder provided the mayor and council with a current update on the completion of the Facility Update Plan. He stated he has been working through the report, reviewing the facilities and evaluating on the background information. He has been wrapping up the existing conditions of the collections system, treatment facility as well as the finances and management. He stated it appears the system has significant additional capacity, which will allow room for growth. He stated he has been working on the UB disinfecting issues the plant operator has been experiencing and will need to make modifications as well as the solid storage site. He stated he has been trying to identify all other issues that need to be addressed as well. He stated he will be assisting the city with a rate analysis as well to ensure we are charging the correct amount. He stated they have identified homes that potentially could affect the City of Kamiah’s connections to the Wastewater Treatment Plant. He stated he will provide a power point presentation to the mayor and council upon his completion of the plan around sometime in January. He will be able to submit to DEQ sometime in February and will take about 30 days and will require a public hearing. He stated he will provide a formal update with his invoice for this month. 
C. Update on Bryan Drive Booster Station (Action) Stillman Norton provided the mayor and council with an update on the Bryan Drive Booster Station. He stated DEQ has approved the preliminary engineering report, which is the pump selection and design for the station.  He stated they are working on the 60% design set of plans, which is the internal and external design. He stated they will send these plans to Mike Stanton and the council for review prior to submitting the final to DEQ.
A. Update on Airport – Councilmember Dan Millward and Councilmember Bob West – 
· Runway Lights (Action) Motion to have Lochsa Electric repair the exposed wires and install underground panel boxes per workshop discussion was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Bob West aye, Paul Schlader aye and Glen Hibbs aye.
· Fuel Truck (Action) – Mayor Betty Heater stated we will need to get an estimate for the costs of the repairs for approval at the next meeting. Mayor Heater tabled the discussion. 
· Hanger Repairs (Action) – Mayor Betty Heater stated this discussion will need to be tabled until further information can be gathered for approval. 
· Pilot’s Lounge- (Action) – Councilmember Bob West stated Councilmember Dan Millward volunteered to assist with the sky light repairs during the workshop discussion. 
· Donated Vehicle (Action) – Motion to use the donated vehicle if there were not any costs for repairs was made by Council President Paul Schlader and seconded by Councilmember Glen Hibbs. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Bob West aye, Paul Schlader aye and Glen Hibbs aye.
· Courtesy Car (Action) – Mayor Betty Heater stated this will be tabled until ICRMP can be contacted to discuss liability concerns. 
B. Update on Sidewalks– Damon Keen provided the mayor and council with an update on the sidewalk grant.  He stated the draft application has been submitted and will be waiting to hear back to submit the final application. 

· Update on the Boat Ramp- (Action) – Damon stated he has placed an ad in the Clearwater Progress soliciting public comment regarding the boat ramp, which is a requirement of the grant application progress. He stated the $3500.00 that was approved at the last meeting will not be needed as Fish & Game has completed the survey at no cost. He stated the plan is to extend the boat ramp an additional 30 feet. He stated he has been working on getting bids for the installation of the ADA restroom as well.  He stated the preliminary costs are coming in lower than expected. He stated he will be meeting with the County Commissioners to solicit their approval for the grant. He recommended the city council put some money down ($2500.00) to put towards the grant.  Motion to approve the commitment of $2500.00 towards the boat ramp repairs grant was made by Council President Paul Schlader and seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Bob West aye, Paul Schlader aye and Glen Hibbs aye. 
C. Update on Ambulance repair bill- Mayor Betty Heater stated she has no updates at this time. 
D. Update on Fire Room – Mike Stanton stated he will contact Jared Dickson again to get an estimated start date.
E. Update on interfacility transports for ambulance – Mayor Betty Heater stated this is an ongoing discussion until the MOU’s can be implemented. 

Action Items: 
A. Discuss/ Approve Designation of Applicant’s Agent Form for City Park- (ACTION) – Councilmember Bob West stated he has been working with the Idaho Office of Emergency as well as FEMA and they have developed this document for the grant from FEMA for the repairs to the city park, nature trail and Crest Drive. He stated the repairs for Crest Drive was $8500.00 and debris removal from the park $3250.00, the City of Kamiah’s portion will be $2125.00. Motion to approve the designation of applicant’s agent form was made by Council President Paul Schlader and seconded by Councilmember Glen Hibbs. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Bob West aye, Paul Schlader aye and Glen Hibbs aye
B. Discuss/ Approve 10% match for Hazard Mitigation Analysis for Lawyer’s Creek (Action) – Councilmember Bob West stated this has been an ongoing issue for the city for the past 40-50 years. He stated he has been doing a lot of research and provided copies to the Mayor, Aaron Miles, Natural Research Manager for the Tribe, Robert Clemens, Owner of the Railroad, Mr. Klaue, Owner of Empire Lumber, Lewis County Commissioners a letter for support dollars with regard to the repairs of the levee.  He stated he has spoken with the attorney and there is a chance that the city could use monies from the water plant and wastewater plant as they are in jeopardy of needed repairs due to flooding. He stated he would like the city to commit to $10,000.00 for a 10% match for the Hazard Mitigation Grant Application. He stated this is a 90% of an estimated $80,000.00. He stated the Federal amount is $72,000.00 and the city is $10,000.00. He stated the mayor, council and city clerk needs to sign. Motion to approve the 10% match for the Hazard Mitigation Analysis was made by Council President Paul Schlader and seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Paul Schlader aye and Glen Hibbs aye
C. Discuss/Approve the Application for Hazard Mitigation Grant (ACTION) – Councilmember Bob West stated he will be submitting the Hazard Mitigation Grant to FEMA to request the funds mentioned in the previous discussion. Motion to approve the application for the Hazard Mitigation Grant Application was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Bob West aye, Paul Schlader aye and Glen Hibbs aye.
D. Discuss/Approve Resolution 2019-7 (ACTION) Councilmember Bob West stated he would like to approve the pre disaster Resolution for the flood event that occurred in April 2019. He stated this Resolution will need to be revisited every 30 days to maintain its position, if the city should need assistance in another flood event. He stated this Resolution will only need to be approved the city council and mayor. He stated the Corp of Engineers has Hesco barriers that will work very well, and he has been working with them to see if they can get pre-stage for approval per this resolution. Motion to approve the Resolution was made by Council President Paul Schlader and seconded by Councilmember Glenn Hibbs. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Bob West aye, Paul Schlader aye and Glen Hibbs aye.

E. Discuss/Approve Archeological Survey to City Park, Nature Trail (ACTION) – Councilmember Bob West stated he had received a letter from FEMA and the Tribe regarding the city park and the nature trail. He stated the city will need to complete an archeological survey to comply. Mike Stanton stated there was one completed a few years back when they completed the intake. Councilmember Bob West requested that this document try to be located to send to FEMA. 
F. Discuss/Approve Grant Application Primary Contact for FEMA – Councilmember Bob West requested the council and mayor nominate someone to attend the meetings and be the primary contact for all correspondence. 
G. Discuss/ Approve 2015 Fire Reimbursement Documentation (ACTION) – Stephanie stated she was contacted from FEMA regarding the reimbursement for the 2015 Fires. She stated there is a question regarding the documentation for the gray water dumping from Kings Thrones. She stated she has contacted Kings Thrones and cannot locate documentation as well. She stated the council can motion to remove the $222.00 from the invoice to receive payment. Motion to remove the $222.00 from the original invoice for lack of documentation was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Bob West. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Bob West aye, Paul Schlader aye and Glen Hibbs aye.
H. Discuss/Approve Century Link Accounts (ACTION) – Mayor Betty Heater stated this discussion will be tabled. Stephanie stated she has not had a chance to identify the lines at the Fire Station. Mayor Betty Heater stated the City does not pay the Highway District’s bill; they are involved in the business bundle. Motion to table the CenturyLink accounts was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Bob West aye, Paul Schlader aye and Glen Hibbs aye.

I. Motion to move into Executive Session pursuant to Idaho Code Section 74-206 (1) (b): Consider personnel matters (ACTION) – Motion to move into Executive Session pursuant to Idaho Code Section 74-206 (1) (b) Consider personnel matters at 6:50 pm was made by Councilmember Bob West and seconded by Dan Millward.
