Mayor Heater called meeting to order at 6:00 PM

Pledge of Allegiance

Confirm the council action of 2/6/19 confirming the appointment of new City Clerk, Stephanie Dyche – Motion by Paul Schlader and seconded by Bob West. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye. 

Swearing in of new City Clerk, Stephanie Dyche – Mayor Betty Heater swore Stephanie Dyche in as the new City Clerk/Tresaurer for the City of Kamiah. 
Public Comments:

1. Mrs. Kreiss thanked the City Council and Mayor for the new heater this past month and for the new air conditioner last summer. 
Approve Agenda:   Bob West stated he had requested Resolution 2016-1 and Resolution 2006-2  be added to this agenda. Betty stated Stephanie will add to the 2/27/18 meeting. Motion by Bob West and Paul Schlader seconded. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye. 

Approve Minutes from December 19, 2018, December 20,2018 and December 31, 2018- Motion was made by Bob West and seconded by Dan Millward. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye. 

Approve Minutes from January 23, 2019 and January 28, 2019- Motion was made by Bob West and seconded by Dan Millward. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye. 

Discussion Items: 
A. Update on FY17/18 audit with Dan Coleman (via Conference Call) – Dan thanked the council and mayor for their willingness to go over the data via conference call due to the weather and road conditions. Dan provided the overview of the audit for the council members. He reported the invoices and compliance items were good, however; there were requests for prior records that Vicky Smith was unable to provide such as services the city received that she could not show receipts for. Dan reviewed the financial statements with regard to profits and losses in the last Fiscal Year. Dan stated the invoices, payments and reconciliation of bank statements are to be completed with dual control to ensure staff are checking each other’s work.  Dan encouraged the city council and the mayor to ensure the new staff are working with Ken Law to get the proper training to ensure city processes are followed. Bob stated he would like to receive training on the budget with Ken Law as well to better understand the process and budget reports.  See attached report.
a. Action Items: Bob West will reach out to Ken Law for training on the budget and internal processes. 

B. Discuss materials on engineering procurement process with Dodd Snodgrass – Dodd stated he represents CEDA and attended the city council meeting to discuss the engineering procurement process. He stated CEDA members are not engineers, but assist agencies with the documentation process for city projects over $25,000.00.  Dodd provided the city council and mayor with the process for completing the requirements for specific projects. Bob West stated he would like to share the responsibilities of the projects with other council members. Bob West stated he would like to request Paul Schlader work with Mayor Betty Heater to work on the Bryan Drive Booster Station and Dan Millward to work with Mayor Betty Heater and Mike Stanton to work on the WWTP project. Dodd stated he will work with Mayor Betty Heater and Paul Schlader to expedite the Bryan Drive Booster Station process. Dodd stated he will work with Mike Stanton and Dan Millward to get the WWTP RFP project published. Dodd requested a conference call with Mayor Betty Heater and City Councilmember Paul Schlader for Friday at 3:00 pm. 
a. Action Item- Stephanie Dyche will schedule a conference call with Dodd Snodgrass, Mayor Betty Heater and Paul Schlader to discuss RFP for the Bryan Drive Booster Station for Friday at 3:00 pm 
C. Update on AT&T – Bob West reported the W-9 has been submitted. He stated the questionnaire has been submitted with the exception of line item 9 number 3 is waiting signature from Robert Simmons. Bob West stated he spoke with Robert Simmons on Monday to request signature as well as landfill hours of operation. He stated this is all AT&T is requiring from the city at this time. 
D. Bryan Drive Booster Station- Mayor Betty Heater and Council member Paul Schlader will work with Dodd Snodgrass to expedite the process. 
E. Update on St. Mary’s Clinic- Bob West stated the letters to the residents within the 300-foot radius have been sent out. The article has been issues in the paper. He stated he has emailed St. Mary’s staff two times and has not received any new requests from them. He stated the Public Hearing has been scheduled for March 6, 2019 at 5:30 pm and they will be here in attendance.
F. Discuss Kamiah Gun Club – Mayor Betty -Mayor Betty Heater requested feedback on the status of the gun club lease. The city council members requested Glen Hibbs work with Allison to modify the gun club lease language. Stephanie will email Alison the gun club lease. Glen and Paul will call Allison to discuss the language they would like modified. 
a. Action Items: Stephanie Dyche will email Alison Brandt the gun club lease agreement for review and modifications. 
b. Action Item: Glen Hibbs and Paul Schlader will contact Allison to discuss proposed language modifications. 

G. Update on Sidewalks – Mayor Betty Heater/ Damon Keen – Damon reported that he and Mayor Betty Heater met with Lisa and Eric from Keltic Engineering. He stated they were the engineering firm that completed the design work for the safe passage to school sidewalk project on Hill Street that was completed in 2017. He stated they were under transportation dollars and the firm that completed the design could not implement the project, therefore; a different contractor completed the work. He stated that project was designed and went out for bid. The bids came in too high for the amount allotted and was sent out for rebid. He stated the remaining funds that were distributed were returned to the state. He stated that was Phase 1. He stated Idaho Street was Phase 2. He stated currently there are items from the Phase I that need to be completed. He stated there are new funds available to apply for grants. He stated one of the better possibilities is applying through the FAST grant due November 30, 2019. He stated the first step is to ensure there is a 504 Transition plan is in place as it was not referenced in the initial plan. He reported they are fairly easy to complete as it is necessary. He stated the review of Phase 1 accomplishments, evaluate needs, and prioritize them will be the next step. Mayor Betty Heater stated she will try to locate the 504 Transition Plan. Damon stated he will work with Mike Stanton and Keltic Engineering to determine the remaining Phase 1 completion tasks to add to the new grant. 

a. Action Items: Mayor Betty Heater will attempt to locate the 504 Transition Plan for the sidewalk grant. 
b. Action Items:  Damon Keen will work with Mike Stanton and Keltic Engineering to determine Phase 1 completion tasks to add to new grant request.  (weather permitting)
H. Update on Kamiah Website – Mayor Betty Heater reported Stephanie and Stu are working together to get the documents uploaded. Stu reported it is work in progress. 

I. Address Resolution 2006-2- Bob West requested Resolution 2006-2 language be modified to change the responsibilities of hazardous waste management transfer from the KMO to Fire Chief Dan Musgrave. The council members requested this to be added to the 2/27/19 agenda as an action item as well as Resolution 2016-1. 

a. Action Item: Stephanie will add Resolution 2006-2 and Resolution 2016-1 to the 2/27/19 agenda as action items. 

J. Discuss tentative meeting minute completion for December 2018- January 2019- Bob West stated he does have any further discussion with regard to this subject as he had received the documents in question. 
Action Items:
A. Address City Ordinances regarding water billing – Delbert Yates- Delbert Yates addressed the city council and mayor regarding the water billing for City of Kamiah residents. He shared his concerns on the water billing on his rental properties over the past few years. Delbert requested clarification from the city council with regard to the billing amount on his rental properties when the meter was pulled. The city council stated the billing changed upon the implementation of the snowbird ordinance. Delbert stated he does not mind paying the bonds for the city, however; he would like to ensure that all residents within the city are all paying the same amount. The city council members and the mayor reported they will request the maintenance department to complete an audit of the buildings and meters to provide an adequate response to him. 
B. Update on Sidewalk Grants – See prior discussion. No action needed at this time. 

C. Approval of CEDA Grant Administration Contract – Dodd Snodgrass- Dodd reported this contract is the block grant for the pool project for the services CEDA provided for the project administration. He stated they have completed the environmental review. Motion was made by Dan Millward and seconded by Bob West to approve the CEDA Grant Administration Project. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.

D. Discuss P & Z Roles and Responsibilities – Bob West - Bob West requested feedback from the city council members on the roles and responsibilities of the P & Z Board. He stated he would like to get clarification of all the roles and responsibilities of the committee. Dan Millward stated they would address P & Z issues at the regular committee meetings. Dan stated they use the pamphlet to know the process. Dan requested the city council meet 15-30 minutes prior to a regular meeting for further discussion. 

a. Action Item: Stephanie will schedule a city council workshop for the 3/7/19 meeting at 5:30 pm. 

E. Approve Ambulance costs per email 2/1/19- Mayor Betty Heater requested a motion to approve the ambulance costs per email on 2/1/19. - Motion by Bob West and seconded by Glen Hibbs. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye. 

F. Approve the sanding truck repairs per email on 2/6/19- Mayor Betty Heater requested a motion to approve the sanding cots repairs per email on 2/6/19. Motion by Paul Schlader and seconded by Glen Hibbs. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye. 

G. Motion to approve monthly and interim bills – Mayor Betty Heater requested a motion to approve the monthly and interim bills. Bob requested clarification on the packet with regard to the process in which bills are paid.  Stephanie clarified that bills are divided between departments within the city to pay for the services. Motion was made by Glenn Hibbs to approve the monthly and interim bills and was seconded by Bob West. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye. 

H. Approve Rod and Stu to attend the Idaho Rural Water Conference in Boise in March 2019 for approximately $1200.00 – Motion was made by Dan Millward and seconded by Paul Schlader. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye. 

I. Approve Training from Dan and Michele Chadwick for the Mayor, City Council Members and Clerical Support staff $500.00- Motion was made by Dan Millward was seconded by Glen Hibbs. Roll call vote:  Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye. 
J. Approve Spring Fling Conference Reimbursement for EMS staff  $500.00-$700.00-  Mayor Betty Heater requested a motion to approve reimbursement to EMS staff for their attendance for the Spring Fling Conference. Motion was made by Paul Schlader and Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.

K. Approval to proceed with ACS quote to fix and update Water Plant Controller issues not to exceed $5,000.00.  This item was approved in the annual budget review in August. Stu stated upon city council approval of this request, it will allow him to get his alarms working correctly and if additional items are needed, he can take care of them. Stu reported he will not exceed the $5,000.00 budget. Motion was made by Dan Millward and seconded by Paul Schlader. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.

L. Approve purchase of new filing cabinets and vacuum for City Hall – Mayor Betty Heater requested approval to replace the filing cabinets in city hall. The city council suggested the city piggy back on another purchase or to purchase 1 at a time. Motion was made by Dan Millard and was seconded Bob West. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Bob West aye and Dan Millward aye.

· Bob West will provide Mayor Betty Heater the Bryan Drive Booster project documentation- Completed. Mayor Betty Heater stated upon further discussion at this meeting, she will be working with Paul on this project.  
· Bob West will work with Angie at CEDA regarding the arbitration process for the city for the Bryan Drive Booster Station- Completed. Dodd will be completing this process for the city. 
· Stephanie will work with Bob West to get the letters out to the residents regarding the St. Mary’s CUP application- Completed. Bob West will get the CD from Stephanie to get the public notice on the property.   
· City Council members will work with Allison to modify the lease agreement between the City of Kamiah and the Gun Club – on-going. See above discussion. 
· City Council members will review the garbage and water ordinances – on-going. Mayor Betty Heater stated thee will need to reviewed for the gun club as well as Delbert Yates questions. 
· Mayor Betty Heater will check on the status of the grant that was funded for the sidewalks – Completed. See above discussion.  

· Mayor Betty Heater will contact Damon Keen regarding a new grant request for Phase 2 of the sidewalk project – Completed. See above discussion.  
· Stephanie will work with Stu to get the city’s website functioning- on-going
· Zach Paul will work with Allison Brandt regarding the contract for the prosecutor’s fees – Completed.
