Mayor Schneider called meeting to order at 6:00 PM.  

Prayer:  Mayor Schneider

Pledge of Allegiance
Public Comments:  Mayor Schneider commented on the snow situation here in Kamiah.  The maintenance crew have been doing their best to keep the city streets as clear as possible, starting during very early morning hours, which is putting a big dent in the budget.  There have been complaints about snow at the curbs, but the crew is doing their best.  Also, the inlet at the river has had ice buildup which has reduced the amount of water that has been produced.  The 2 storage tanks are now at full capacity.  Mike Bovey also said that several residents, including Robert Simmons, Chris Wilkins and Jerry Cloninger have indicated a willingness to work during the night and pick up and remove the piles of snow in the streets.
APPROVE AGENDA:   Motion by Paul Schlader, seconded by Dan Millward to approve the agenda.  Roll call vote: Mike Bovey aye, Glen Hibbs aye,  Dan Millward aye and Paul Schlader aye.

APPROVE MINUTES:  Motion by Dan Millward, seconded by Mike Bovey to waive reading of the minutes and approve the minutes of 12-14-16.  Roll call vote: Mike Bovey aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye and Dan Millward aye.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

FOLLOW-UP WATER DISTRIBUTION.   Dave Withaus attended the meeting from TD&H.  Mayor Schneider asked him how performance bonds work in resolving the issue of the pavement deficiencies.  Dave explained it to the satisfaction of the council.  Councilman Millward asked Dave if he could see the report of the onsite engineer of the day that the paving occurred.  Dave will email it to Ken.  Dave and Mayor Schneider both said that they are keeping John Lynn at Idaho Rural Development up-to-date on the distribution project.

Dave then presented several items for approval:
1. Contractor's Application for Payment #4.  Motion by Paul Schlader, second by Mike Bovey to approve this payment request for Cascade Pipeline in the amount of $209,743.48.  Dave said that the balance of the paving cost is included in this request.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

2. Motion by Mike Bovey, second by Paul Schlader to approve Change Orders #3 through #11.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

3. Request for Reimbursement # 7.  Motion by Mike Bovey, second by Paul Schlader to approve this request in the amount of $51,336.70 for engineering work to TD&H Engineering.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

Dave also asked the permission to move $8,000 in the contract from RPR to basic engineering which would result in no difference in the total contract amount.  Motion by Paul Schlader, second by Glen Hibbs.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORTS:  Motion by Dan Millward, seconded by Glen Hibbs to accept monthly financial reports for December 2016.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye and Dan Millward aye.

4TH QUARTER FINANCIAL REPORT:  Motion by Mike Bovey, second by Paul Schlader to approve the 4th quarter's financial report.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.
CITIZEN COMPLAINT:  Dawn Marie Johnson, a local business owner who lives outside the city limits presented a couple of concerns:

1. She thinks that the City's ordinance should be changed, if possible, to allow people who live outside the city limits to vote in local elections for mayor and city council.  Ken will check with the city's attorney and the Association of Idaho Cities.

2. Dawn Marie thinks that the current city rules for how businesses' utilities rates are determined are unfair.  This resulted in much discussion.
GRASS ORDINANCE APPROVAL:  The revised Grass Ordinance was read by City Administrator Ken Law.  :   Motion by Mike Bovey, seconded by Paul Schlader that the first reading be approved, the rule requiring three separate readings on three separate days be suspended and pass on to the second reading. Motion by Paul Schlader, seconded by Mike Bovey that the second reading be waived and pass on to the third reading.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schalder aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward nay.

Motion by Paul Schlader, seconded by Mike Bovey that the third reading be waived and ordinance be passed.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward nay.
ADA CURB RAMP PROJECT:  Debbie Evans explained the 2 contracts that need to be approved for grants for street projects.  Motion made by Dan Millward and seconded by Paul Schlader to accept Knox Contract bid.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

Motion by Mike Bovey, seconded by Paul Schlader to approve and sign the contract with Knox Contract.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

Motion by Paul Schlader, second by Glen Hibbs to have Mayor Schneider sign the Notice to Proceed for the ADA Curb Ramp Project.  Knox has 6 months from Notice to Proceed to declare 60 day construction window.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millwar aye.

HILL STREET PROJECT- BID & CONTRACT ACCEPTANCE:  Debbie Evans  discussed the bid and contract. Mike Bovey made the motion to accept the bid from Knox Concrete for the Hill Street project.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

Motion by Dan Millward, second by Mike Bovey to approve and sign the contract for the Hill Street project.  Roll call vote:   Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs and Dan Millward aye.

Motion by  Dan Millward, second by Glen Hibbs to direct Mayor Schneider to sign the Notice to Proceed with the Hill Street project.  Knox has 6 months from the Notice to Proceed to declare 60 day construction window.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.
AIRPORT HANGARS.  No report at this time.
STREET SWEEPER- COUNCILMAN HIBBS:  Glen said that the highway district would like to sell their street sweeper and may give the city a discount.  He will meet with them tomorrow for more details at their meeting.

PEACH STREET DRIVEWAY- COUNCILMAN HIBBS:  Glen said that Mike Stanton told him that the city would not do anything more with this situation. Mayor Schneider said that we would, and will talk with Mr. Stanton.
AIRBURST BUILDING- MAYOR SCHNEIDER:  Mayor Schneider said that the labor only for a building would be $3,500.  This will be completed this spring.

TREE REMOVAL- (TABLED FROM LAST MEETING):  Councilman Hibbs thinks that the city should have Jonathan Rich fell the trees.  Mayor Schneider feels that the city should pay $400 for the felling only of the trees and then have city crews do the removal.
 “NATIONAL SCHOOL CHOICE WEEK” RESOLUTION:  Mayor Schneider explained the request that the City pass this resolution.  The motion was made by Paul Schlader and seconded by Mike Bovey to pass this resolution designating January 22-28 as “National School Choice Week.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

PAVILLION REPAIR- COUNCILMAN MILLWARD:  Dan  talked with Jacobs Lumber about the material costs to do the repairs.   Tabled until the next meeting.
