APPROVE AGENDA:   Motion by Mike Bovey seconded by Paul Schlader to approve the agenda.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

APPROVE MINUTES:  Motion by Dan Millward, seconded by Glen Hibbs to waive reading of the minutes and approve the minutes of 3-14-18.  Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye and Mike Bovey aye.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

None

NEW BUSINESS
STREET LIGHTS INCREASE:  Following the public hearing, the motion was made by Mike Bovey and seconded by Paul Schlader to approve Resolution 2018-1, increasing the monthly street lights charge to residents to $3.65.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

MICHELLE HAYES-  STREET LIGHT COMPLAINT:  Mrs. Hayes stated that the new street light next to her home at 804 Maple is so bright that she cannot sleep, even with blackout curtains.  Two of her neighbors also attended and complained about the brightness of the new light.  Ken, from Avista, said that a dimmer light could be installed if the City approved it.  After some further discussion Mike Bovey made the motion and Paul Schlader seconded to direct Avista to change out the light.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

EARTH DAY:  Norma Staaf and Lauren Paterson would like to celebrate Earth Day on April 20 by blocking off a street and bringing in groups who can educate our youth on topics dealing with the environment.  They would like to have these groups set up booths along the street.  The council liked the idea and after some discussion it was decided to allow 5th Street between Main and Idaho closed off between about 2:30 PM and 5:00 PM.  That motion was made by Paul Schlader and seconded by Mike Bovey.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.  The group will need a parade permit.  The approval of the permit was included in the motion and voting.

WWTP GRANT RESULTS:  See result provided by Keller Engineers.  This year, the City of Kamiah did not qualify for a grant but we will reapply next year.  Mike Stanton said that Mountain Waterworks is willing to come and do a walkthrough at the plant at no charge.  Mike Bovey motioned and Dan Millward seconded to allow them to do the walkthrough.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

RIVERFRONT PARK TREES- DISCUSSION OF NEEDS:  Mike Stanton said that he discussed tree maintenance at the city park with Jonathon Rich.  Because of a misunderstanding with the tree pruning of the tree on 7th Street, Mayor Heater and Mike would like to have Rich do $700 worth of tree pruning at the park.  Paul Schlader made the motion and Dan Millward seconded to approve the work.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

MARSHAL REPORT:  See report.  Tires for 2013 Dodge Pickup.   Motion by Mike Bovey, second by Paul Schlader to approve the purchase of the new tires for the pickup.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.

Signage at School:  After some discussion, this was tabled until the next council meeting.

MAINTENANCE REPORT:  See Report.  Mike Stanton also reported that the new backhoe will be delivered tomorrow and the bucket will be installed at a later date free of charge.  He also found a new blower motor for the WWTP for $5,000  which is substantially cheaper than the manufacturer's cost of $7,500 to $10,000.
EMS and FIRE REPORTS:  Mike Boyer, the EMS supervisor, passed out a report that showed the number and types of ambulance calls for the month of February.  He also said that there is a conference in Boise next month that he would like to attend.
     Command Vehicle:  Dan Musgrave received a quote for a new 2018 Chevy Silverado, including a tow package and cover for $31,000 to $32,000.  This would be the pricing to piggyback on the State's contract.  The private sale of the 2009 Chevy Silverado will cost $20,000 to $23,000.  There was quite a lot of discussion on which to purchase and Dan was called and put on the speakerphone to hear his opinion.  The new vehicle would come with the warranty, where with the used one, there would be none.  This was an important part of the decision-making.  Ultimately, the motion was made by Dan Millward and seconded by Mike Bovey to purchase the new 2018 pickup.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.  The Rural Fire District will pay for ½ of the purchase.
KYRA REPORT:  Dan Millward said that as far as he knows, the baseball program is up and running with no problems.
