Mayor Heater called meeting to order at 6:00 PM

Pledge of Allegiance
Public Comments:   Kirtus Gaston thanked Ken Law for putting up with him and his department and that he will be greatly missed. Dan Millward seconded Kirtus's notation. 
Mayor Heater also thanked Ken for his service.
APPROVE AGENDA:   Motion by Mike Bovey, seconded by Glen Hibbs  to approve the agenda.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye. 

APPROVE MINUTES:  Motion by Mike Bovey, seconded by Dan Millward to waive reading of the minutes and approve the minutes of 4-11-18.  Roll call vote: Dan Millward aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Mike Bovey aye.

NEW BUSINESS
SWEARING-IN OF CITY CLERK/TREASURER:   Outgoing City Administrator, Ken Law, swore in Stephanie Gaston as the new Kamiah City Clerk/Treasurer.  Today is Ken's final day of employment.
BIO-SOLIDS PLAN- RYAN REDER (MTN. WATERWORKS):  
Ryan Rehder from Mountain Waterworks discussed bio-solids management plan. They are in the process of wrapping up, were waiting for Pierce to make a decision whether or not they were going to transport solids to Kamiah's WWTP. Due to the types of undesirable materials remaining in the solids from Pierce they will not be contracting with us at this time and will continue to take their solids to Lewiston for now. This will be discussed in the bio-solids plan for possible future contract with Pierce when their solids no longer contain the undesirable material. 

Ryan stated they anticipate a couple for weeks for the plan to be ready for review.  Dan Millward asked when the city will have its permits. Ryan stated, after city reviews the plan will be submitted to DEQ for approval. Which takes approximately 30 days.

Ryan Rehder introduced himself as the Lewiston Office Manager. 

Kristina Gillespie is the funding Manager. Christina provided documents regarding grant funding information Mountain Waterworks has worked with. See packet for documents.

Dan Millward talked about the Levy being in need of repair. Corp of Engineers would need to be contacted for information. Mountain Waterworks stated they will look at the levy when they bring down the bio-solids management plan and see what could be done.

BOBBIE PENNEY- PARKING AT PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH:

ROB ELLSWORTH- POSSIBLE APARTMENT COMPLEX:

Rob Ellsworth was late to the meeting. He showed at 6:25 pm. Betty informed the Council that Mr. Ellsworth is looking into buying and building a nice 4 plex behind the Valley Fitness Center. She stated Mr. Ellsworth has some concerns regarding the appearance of the area. 

Mr. Ellsworth stated before he buys or builds he wants the see the area cleaned up. Mayor Heater and Dan Millward informed Mr. Ellsworth he needs to work with planning and zoning to get the area looked at.
LIGHT AT 920 IDAHO STREET:  The resident at this address, after reading about the change-out of another bright street light, requested a dimmer light also.  Avista informed the City that they will no longer change out street lights for this reason.

Mayor Heater asked Marshal Gaston what was holding up the radar units. Gaston stated they are waiting on the correct cables. They should be receiving them soon. They were shipped Friday. As soon as they do they will be put into the vehicles.

Dan Millward inquired about backhoe. Mike informed council the selling company will be down to do the conversion and a put the four way buck on.

Dan Millward made request to have maintenance mow the KYRA field since baseball is starting. Also to spray weeds.

Mike informed the council he spent the $5,000 budgeted for the blower purchase for the WWTP.

Mike Boyer informed council the basic EMT class takes the National Registry test Friday and practicals on Saturday.
Dan Musgrave informed council the command vehicle has been purchased and will take 90 days to get the vehicle. They also decided against the state bid and piggy backed off of Ada County's/Boise City's bid because it was less expensive by $400.

KYRA REPORT: 
KYRA is doing fine. They are starting little league. They have 2 teams and 3 t-ball teams.  There are 75 kids signed up.
