ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICIAL VOTING RESULTS:  The official vote in November showed the election of Betty Heater as Mayor and Dan Millward and Glen Hibbs as Councilmen.  Ken handed out the official results from Lewis County.  Mike Bovey made the motion to accept the official results and Paul Schlader seconded. LIBRARY UPDATE- APRIL BLANKENSHIP:   April attended the meeting and gave the Council an update on what's currently happening at the library.  She gave the Council a handout with the details.  
MARSHAL GASTON- UNIFORMS:  Kirtus said that the department is in need of new uniforms and patches and that they would like to change the color and material.  He received a quote of $1,015. CHIEF MUSGRAVE:  Dan attended and presented several items to the Council.

2. Approval of New Medical Director.  Paul Schlader made the motion to approve Dr. Ronald Siegler as the new EMS medical director and Glen Hibbs seconded.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye and Dan Millward aye.

3. Firefighters- Employee Status.  Dan reported that the Rural Fire District was recently audited and were told that they could not operate fiscally like they have done in the past.  He proposed that all the firemen, city and rural be made city employees and have Rural reimburse the city for the costs of managing their portion of the costs.  There was considerable discussion and finally, Dan and Ken were told to get together and further discuss the subject. 

4. Active 911 Invoice for $787.50.  The City has benefited from 4 months of free Active 911 which is now over.  Both Dan and Marshal Gaston said that the program is great.  Dan is requesting $787.50 for the service from this point on.  Dan Millward made the motion and Mike Bovey seconded to approve the purchase.  Roll call vote:  Mike Bovey aye, Paul Schlader aye, Glen Hibbs aye and Dan Millward aye.
