UNFINISHED BUSINESS

FOLLOW-UP WATER DISTRIBUTION:
Mike Stanton informed the council, regarding distribution project, only a few valve boxes were left to be raised and repaving needed to be completed.
Dale Schneider informed council Cascade Pipeline will start repaving on June 6th, 2017.
Dale also discussed the City has received 25 claims out of approximately 40 known residence affected with the water hammer incident. I.C.R.M.P has been working with those involved and have heard good reports from those involved.

AIRPORT WEED-EATER:
  Dale informed council the airport needs a new weed-eater. Dale has talked with Napa Auto Parts who are willing to give the City a 10% discount for purchase. There was discussion among the council on whether to purchase a 2-Stroke or 4-Stroke weed-eater.
