One of the reasons for the distribution project was to increase water pressure up to Crest Drive.  This hasn't happened.  Stu Bryant and Mike Stanton believe it may have to do with all of the elbows installed in the lines or possibly problems with the pumping station.  The mayor feels that both pump stations need to be upgraded with the $343,000 from the insurance claim that Idaho Rural Development gave the City.
