1. Mayor Heater called workshop to order at 5:01 p.m.

2. Discuss Ordinances/ Resolutions 

A. Discharge of weapons in city limits – City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated there was an incident that happened a few weeks ago when an individual accidently discharged a firearm in an apartment that occupies a business as well. He stated he contacted Zach Paul and there is not a state law violation regarding this matter, however; there is a city ordinance violation. He stated upon further review of the city ordinance, there is not a penalty provided in this provision. He stated without the code stating a misdemeanor then the city cannot use the general provision. He stated the county as well as himself are not comfortable with what happened and encouraged the mayor and council to tighten up this ordinance. Councilmember Genese and Stephen requested that the concealed weapons language be removed from the ordinance. He stated he will look over the Idaho Code and modify the ordinance to better suite the needs of the city. 
i. Contract for City ordinance prosecution- City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated he has reviewed the contract the city has with the Lewis County prosecutor, Zach Paul, and unfortunately his contract does not cover city ordinance violation prosecution. He stated he does not cover this service in his contract either as he does not cover trial work. He stated he will see if he can reach out for resources for the city provided by Zach Paul. 
B. P& Z Ordinances for C-1 Zone and Parking for RV’s- City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated the city will need to determine how they would like to zone areas within the city. He stated once they have determined that, this will be an easy fix. He stated he will need to modify the ordinance so the clerk could get the public hearing notice posted. He stated the council and mayor will need to publish a public hearing in the paper for 2 weeks, have a public hearing and then approve the ordinance table at the following council meeting. Mayor Betty Heater stated she would like to get the C-1 Zone completed now and would like to have a workshop later to work on the ordinances and the Comprehensive Plan.  He stated the ordinance regarding the parking and definitions for RV’s will need to be modified as well as RV Coach will need to be classified in the definitions as trailers and added to the parking section of the ordinance as well. He stated he will work on a draft for the mayor and council review. 
C. CVAC Contract- City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated he has reviewed the CVAC contract, however; he requested the council to please review and email him with any additional modifications they would like to add prior to providing a draft to the Aero club. 
D. Resolution for EMS Rates- Fire Chief/EMS Supervisor Leo Gilbride stated he would like to discuss the rates with the mayor and council and provided them a draft resolution with the current rates vs the proposed allowable rates. City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated this will need to be posted and a public hearing will need to be conducted as the rates are more than 5% prior to the Resolution being adopted.
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
