EMS Lead Andrea Layne stated she has placed an emergency order for protective wear for the EMS Department and stated she will be attending weekly conference calls and will continue to update staff as she gets details. 

She spoke to council regarding the quarantine protocol for volunteers if one of them is exposed and the assurance of the city assisting them with life situations. Chief Dan Musgrave shared the same concerns for the Fire Department volunteers. 
Mayor Betty Heater stated she would like the city to come together and check on each other, practice good hygiene and head all warnings as given, however; panic is not the answer. She stated she has been on contact with the Governor and will pass along details as she receives them.
