Mayor Betty Heater read to the council and public attendees the Fair Housing Month Proclamation for the record. 

Discussion Items 

A. Update on Rural Community Development Initiative – Mayor Betty Heater – Mayor Heater stated Dodd Snodgrass from CEDA had followed up with her regarding interested participants for the upcoming REV-UP program  that was presented at the 2-26-20 meeting. She stated if there is anyone interested to please contact her for information. 

B. Update on the RFP Process for Swimming Pool – Mayor Betty Heater – Mayor Betty Heater stated she has forwarded the final drafted language for the RFP requests from the city attorney to Dodd at CEDA. She stated once he has approved the changes, the notice will be published to get this project going. 

C. Update on the Sidewalks- Mayor Betty Heater – Mayor Betty Heater stated she will be notified by March 20, 2020 as to whether the City’s grant application was approved for the sidewalk repairs. 
D. Update on Intergovernmental MOU’s between the City of Kamiah and Idaho, Lewis County and the City of Kooskia – City Attorney Dan Chadwick – City Attorney Dan Chadwick reported the MOU with Clearwater County has been finalized and all parties have been provided copies of the signed documents. He stated he is waiting to hear back from the Fire Chief and EMS Lead to receive the jurisdictional boundaries to complete the last 3 MOU’s. 
E. Update on Interfacility Transports – EMS Lead Andrea Layne – EMS Lead Andrea Layne stated now that the required MOU with Clearwater County has been completed, she will be working with the EMS staff to develop a mock schedule to determine the amount of availability they have to provide the service. 
F. Update on the Library Contract- Mayor Betty Heater – Mayor Betty Heater stated she had met with Michael Priest (Library Director), Patti Kriess (Library Board member), Stephen Rowe (Councilmember) and Dan Chadwick (City Attorney) to discuss possible modifications to the contract. She stated the requests will be presented to the Library Board on March 31,2020. She stated if all goes well, she is hopeful the contract will be on the April agenda for final review and approval by the council. 
Action Items 
A. Discuss/Approve EMS 2020 Grant Application (ACTION) - Damon Keen- Damon stated he had met with EMS Lead Andrea Layne regarding the possibility of submitting a grant application for 3 Microsoft surface pros laptops and a carbon monoxide monitor for the ambulance department. He stated the application will need to be submitted for review by April 1,2020. He stated the City will be responsible for approximately $4,000.00 for the match. Motion to approve the 2020 EMS Grant Application was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Glen Hibbs. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye, Stephen Rowe ae. 

B. Discuss/Approve Business License Ordinance Implementation (ACTION)  – Genese Simler – Councilmember Genese Simler stated she would like to ask the council about the possibility of scheduling a workshop to discuss the implementation of requiring all businesses in the City to pay for an annual business license as it would be helpful to know what business are in town and allow the City of Kamiah and businesses to work together for the benefit of the community. Motion to schedule a workshop to discuss business license implementation was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward naye, Stephen Rowe aye. 

C. Discuss/ Approve Business Advertisement Fee Implementation for January 2021 (ACTION) – Stephanie Dyche – City Clerk Stephanie Dyche stated the previous council had adopted to enforce the ordinance regarding the annual $25.00 fee for billposting. She stated she would like to request the council to allow the fees to begin in January 2021 as she feels the city should notify all businesses within the city at the same time. She stated currently she does not have any resources to allow knowledge of current businesses and will need time to get all the needed documentation to complete it correctly. Motion to implement the fees in January 2021 was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye, Stephen Rowe aye. 

D. Discuss/Approve Radio Read Project Completion Date (ACTION) Mayor Betty Heater – Mayor Betty Heater stated she has discussed the project with the maintenance department, and they will start installing the upgrades May 1, 2020 and hopefully completed by mid-September. She stated there is no action to be taken on this matter. 
E. Discuss/Approve Dog Ordinance Enforcement Issues (ACTION) -Mayor Betty Heater – Mayor Betty Heater stated she has the capability of writing citations, however; the City does not have the resources needed for court. City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated the City has 2 issues. He recommended the Mayor meet with Sherriff Davis regarding the code enforcement of dog ordinances. He stated the city will need to determine who will be responsible for picking up the dogs and taking them to the pound and the enforcement of dog pound fees and licensing fees. He stated this is the funding issue with assisting with the costs for providing the service. He encouraged the City of Kamiah to review and possibly raise fees to assist with the budgetary issues as well. Mayor Betty Heater stated she will meet with Sherriff Davis and schedule a workshop to review the rates and enforcement issues. Mayor Betty Heater stated there is no action needed for this discussion. 
F. Discuss/Approve Costs for BBQ Pit Concrete Repair (ACTION) -Mayor Betty Heater – Mayor Betty Heater stated Dickson Construction has spoken with Mike Stanton regarding concrete repairs for the BBQ pit area for approximately $4000.00 to complete the job correctly. She stated the sidewalk and pad are in dire need of repairs. Mike Stanton stated the concrete is uneven and has settled. The council requested why this wasn’t part of the original bid. City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated per his conversation with the council regarding the budget, it is imperative that the council look at the budget carefully before approving further costs. Motion to receive a second opinion for the concrete repairs was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Glen Hibbs. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye, Stephen Rowe aye. 

G. Discuss/Approve Payment for Garbage Contract from January 2019 (ACTION) – City Clerk Stephanie Dyche stated she was contacted by Simmons Sanitation regarding a missed payment per their contract in January 2019 under the prior city clerk. She requested approval from the council to pay the amount owed from the current FY budget to get this matter resolved. Motion to approve the payment to Simmons Sanitation from January 2019 was made by Council President Dan Millward and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs aye, Dan Millward aye, Stephen Rowe aye.
