Discussion Items 

A. Update on COVID-19- City Attorney, Dan Chadwick- City Attorney, Dan Chadwick stated the State of Idaho remains under the Governor’s stay at home order. He stated the Governor will be speaking tomorrow, 4-23-20 @ 11:00 MST/ 10:00 PST and encouraged the Mayor and Council to listen to  the call as it will be helpful for them to know what businesses are allowed to be open and how to further proceed with the Governor’s orders. He stated will have more information regarding this matter after that call and will provide the mayor and council with an update via email. He stated the current Governor’s order is still in effect until 4-30-20.

B. Update on BB and Jackson’s Towing Requests – City Attorney, Dan Chadwick stated this is not an issue for the mayor or council to discuss since this decision was determined when KMO was in force. He stated he has contacted Sherriff Jason Davis and it is the responsibility of the officer responding to the call or the owner of the vehicle to determine who they would like to tow the vehicle. Councilmember Stephen Rowe asked the City Clerk to respond to BB and Jackson Towing via letter along with a copy of these minutes to inform them of the determination of their written request to the Mayor and Council and request them to contact Lewis County. 
C. Update on Pool RFP – Dodd Snodgrass – Dodd Snodgrass (CEDA) attended the meeting via conference call and stated there were not any proposals submitted by the deadline. He stated there were approximately 10-13 requests for the proposals, however; these packets were requested by plan holders and engineers. He stated there were 2 emails requesting an extension. He stated Commerce has verified the City of Kamiah has met all the publishing requirements and the city now has the option of publishing the RFP again, contacting the individuals who responded and provide additional time to submit, or reach out to contractors who complete pool repairs to discuss possible interest. 

D. Discuss 5- member team for pool RFP selection – Dodd Snodgrass -   Dodd Snodgrass (CEDA) stated that had any proposals been submitted, the City would have assembled a 5-member team to review the RFP’s and select an engineer. He stated he would recommend the City  go ahead and assemble a 5- member team involving the mayor, 1 councilmember and possibly 3 members from the UCCF to determine some recommendations to bring back to the council. City Attorney, Dan Chadwick requested that a document be created to determine where the payment sources for the pool repairs are coming from so that council and mayor are budgetarily aware of what they are responsible for. Dodd Snodgrass stated he will create the document and email to the Mayor and Council. Mayor Betty Heater stated she will contact Robert Simmons to discuss the candidates from the UCCF for the review team. 
E. Update on the Library Contract- City Attorney, Dan Chadwick- City Attorney stated the City of Kamiah previously had an MOU as well as a contract with the Prairie River Library District. He stated he has created one document for the Mayor and Council to review annually between the City of Kamiah and the Prairie River Library District. He stated the drafted contract will be in effect for a 5-year term with an annual review in the event circumstances were to change. He stated there is no action needed at this time, however; the Mayor will need to forward the drafted contract to the Chair of the Library District for their review and approval. 

Action Items 
A. Discuss/Approve Process for Surplus Property -Airport (ACTION) – City Attorney, Dan Chadwick stated he has provided the Mayor and Council with a draft Resolution for determining the airport hanger as surplus property. He stated the first step is to retain an appraisal to determine the value of the hanger. He stated upon obtaining the appraisal, the next step is to adopt the Resolution to surplus the property and then publish notification for a public hearing. Motion to approve the cost for obtaining an appraisal for the hanger was made by Councilmember Stephen Rowe and seconded by Genese Simler. Roll call vote: Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs, aye. 
B. Discuss/ Approve Cancellation of $14,000.00 for BBQ Pit Repairs – (ACTION) – City Attorney, Dan Chadwick stated the council approved a $14,000.00 project for the repairs of the BB pit back on August 28, 2019. He stated upon further review of this motion, it was determined there was not a formal contract between the City of Kamiah and Dickson Construction as well as the contractor completing the project is required to have a Public Works License and currently only has a residential license. He stated he has provided the Mayor and Council with a memo with this information provided to them for their official record and provided them with 5 alternative options to consider getting the BBQ pit repaired. He stated the Mayor and Council will need to determine a deadline for the project to be completed, determine the scope of work, oversight, and budget review prior to moving forward with this project in the future. Councilmember Stephen Rowe requested tabling the project until the Mayor and Council can meet for a workshop for further discussion and review. Motion to repeal the initial motion for $14,000.00 was made by Councilmember Genese Simler and seconded by Councilmember Stephen Rowe. Roll call vote: Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward aye, Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs, aye. City Attorney, Dan Chadwick requested the Mayor to have Mike Stanton contact Dickson Construction to communicate the council’s decision
C. Discuss/Approve Late and Shut off fees for May 2020 Utility Bills (ACTION)- The council discussed all the options regarding the COVID pandemic, the current financial status of the community and the possibility of waiving the late and shut off fees for the month of May 2020. Councilmember Stephen Rowe made the motion to continue with City billing as usual for the month of May 2020 and was seconded by Councilmember Genese Simler. Roll call vote: Stephen Rowe aye, Dan Millward nay, Genese Simler aye, Glen Hibbs aye.
