Discussion/Action Items:
A. Discuss/ Approve Parking Color Modification request for Flower Shoppe- (ACTION) – Suzie Winterringer- Mayor Betty Heater stated Suzie could not attend the meeting, however; she would like the curb outside her business was mistakenly painted red and would like to request the curb to be changed from red to green to allow patrons 15 minute parking. B. Discuss/ Approve Request to improve easement approach at 3246 HWY 162 (ACTION) – Mark Carson- Mark Carson introduced himself and requested authorization from the mayor and council to modify the easement into the Fish and Game office at 3246 Hwy 162 as there is city property that crosses the easement access. He stated they would like to correct the entrance into the office to allow safety alternatives.
