Follow up/ Discussion agenda items: 

A. Discuss/Approve pre-authorization for CUP for Air Bridge Communication- David McKnight (ACTION)- David McKnight from Airbridge Communications requested preauthorization from the council for a CUP regarding placing a 30-foot internet tower to their business. He presented a sample of the tower and stated the tower would allow them to provide faster internet as well as allowing them to provide smaller dishes to the businesses. Motion to approve the preauthorization for a CUP was made by Councilmember Dan Millward and seconded by Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote: Bob West aye, Glenn Hibbs aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye.

B. Update on Kamiah Car Show -Lee Bird- Lee Bird did not show up to this meeting and no report was given.  

C. Update on Bryan Drive Booster Station- Mayor Betty Heater stated she is currently waiting to hear back from DEQ. 
D. Update on Sidewalks– Mayor Betty Heater stated that she attended a Transportation Alternative Program Training in Orofino and there are several grants available and will be working with Amanda Lamont to get the applications completed and submitted. She stated the city council members will need to look at the budget to ensure that the funds are available to match the funds of the grant. She stated the draft application is due on 11-8-19 and the final application is due 2-2-2020.
E. Update on Ambulance repair bill- Mayor Betty Heater stated she has forwarded the information from Ford Motor Company to the city attorney and he will be reviewing all the information.  City Attorney Dan Chadwick stated he has requested the fire chief to research the specs of the 2016 Ambulance for him. 
F. Update on HR/City at Will Employee Policy – Michele Chadwick provided an update on the City at Will Policy as well as the updated HR forms that she will be proposing for approval. Michele requested feedback on the language regarding nepotism, payroll, vacation time, and sick leave. She stated she will be removing the paid time off language out of the policy due to the feedback from the council. 
G. Update on Fire Memorial and Amphitheater repairs – Mayor Betty Heater stated she met with the Chamber of Commerce to discuss the Amphitheatre and repairs and they are waiting on information. 

H. Update on Airport – Councilmember Dan Millward stated he has been working with Mike Stanton regarding the repairs at the airport. Mike Stanton stated he contacted Mountain Waterworks, and this is not a service they would like to provide. Mike Stanton stated he will be contacting Keltic Engineering to come out and look at it. Mike stated there are only 3 runway lights not working.
