Follow up/ Discussion agenda items: 

A. Update on Wastewater Treatment Plant Facility Update Plan- Ryan Rheder (Action) – Mayor Betty Heater stated Ryan Rheder provided an update on the WWTP Facility Update Plan at the last meeting and there were no new updates to report at this time. 
B. Update on Bryan Drive Booster Station (Action) – Mayor Betty Heater stated she does not have any new updates since the report from Stillman Norton provided at the 12-11-19 meeting. 
A. Update on Airport – Councilmember Dan Millward and Councilmember Bob West – 
· Fuel Truck (Action) – Councilmember Bob West stated he received a text from Lee Bird that he was unable to look at the fuel truck to see what is needed for repairs and get quotes due to the weather. He stated Lee Bird will take care of when the weather allows. 
· Hanger Repairs (Action) – Mayor Betty Heater stated this is an ongoing agenda and no updates to provide. 
· Pilot’s Lounge- (Action) – Mayor Betty Heater stated this is an ongoing agenda and no updates to provide. 
· Courtesy Car (Action) – Mayor Betty Heater stated Stephanie contacted ICRMP regarding the liability coverage on the courtesy car. She stated it appears from the email that if the city is not charging for the use of the car it would be covered. She stated the city will need to determine xx number of miles the car can be driven as well as requesting the individual using the car fill the tank with gasoline. Councilmember Dan Millward requested feedback regarding the paperwork that is required to complete when using the car. Stephanie stated the paperwork is an internal process that we continued to use after the vehicle was donated. Councilmember Bob West made the motion that all donations for the use of the car will be made to the aero club, fill the vehicle with gasoline, determine the mileage and get a copy of the driver’s license as the process for the courtesy car and was seconded by Council President Paul Schlader. Roll call vote: Glen Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Paul Schlader aye, and Dan Millward aye. 
B. Update on Ambulance repair bill- Mayor Betty Heater stated she has no updates at this time. 
C. Update on Fire Room – Stephanie stated that Dickson Construction was here to meet with Jim Yeoman on Monday, however; Jim was unable to come to Kamiah to meet with him. 
D. Update on interfacility transports for ambulance – Mayor Betty Heater stated this is an ongoing discussion until the MOU’s can be implemented. 
E. Update on Century Link Accounts – Mayor Betty Heater stated this is an ongoing discussion. Stephanie stated there has been a new government representative assigned to the account. 
Action Items: 
A. Discuss/ Approve Contract for Ambulance Billing (ACTION) – EMS Lead Andrea Layne, stated she has reached out to a new billing agency (System Design West) for ambulance billing. She stated this is new agency would do all the billing from medical coding to collections. She stated they are willing to assist the city with the rates for the city. She stated Cammack currently bills on a percentage monthly. She stated this new company will charge on a sliding scale per calls billed. Motion to approve the contract for new medical billing provider was made by Councilmember Bob West and was seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Glenn Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye. 
B. Discuss/Approve Repairs for F-250 Truck (ACTION) – Stephanie stated she added this discussion as an agenda item as the vehicle was taken to Perfection Tire and was unaware of the charges if it was over $500.00. She stated the repairs were under $500.00 and therefore council approval was not needed. 
C. Discuss/Approve Archeological Survey for City Park (ACTION) - Councilmember Bob West stated he came into City Hall to try and locate the archeological survey that was previously completed. He stated he was unable to locate the document. He stated he received a contract from the Tribe and FEMA for the completion of this survey. He stated this is a 90%/10% of proposed $50,000.00 so the cost of the survey would be $426.50 for the city to pay. Motion to approve the cost of $426.50 for the archeological survey was made by Council President Paul Schlader and seconded by Councilmember Dan Millward. Roll call vote: Glen Hibbs aye, Bob West aye, Paul Schlader aye, Dan Millward aye.

D. Discuss/ Approve Primary Contact for FEMA (ACTION) - Councilmember Bob West stated the city of Kamiah will need to appoint a representative for all the FEMA meetings and correspondence on the Lawyers Creek Project. Councilmember Dan Millward asked Stephen Rowe if he would be interested in taking over this task upon getting on the council. Stephen Rowe stated he would be willing to take this task on as requested Councilmember Bob West send him the information. Mayor Betty Heater appointed Stephen Rowe to represent the city on the Lawyers Creek Levee project.
